The St. Ann “APP”: Associate Pastor’s Perspective -   There’s a judge in Rhode Island who has recently 
become somewhat of a social media celebrity for the wisdom he dispenses in the city of Providence’s 
traffic court.  Unlike other TV judges who come-off edgy and snarky toward the offenders who stand 
before them, this particular judge instead offers advice as a loving father would to his wayward child who 
has made an error in judgment. 
   One recent episode of “Caught in Providence” was particularly meaningful for the story this judge 
shared about his own brother, Jimmy, who went to visit an army buddy with whom he served in Vietnam.  
It had been decades since the men saw each other, and when Jimmy found out his best friend from long 
ago was in the VA hospital, he went to visit him. 
   Jimmy didn’t recognize his fellow soldier, of course.  The years had not been kind to him and he was in 
his last days, according to the hospice nurse.  Although the man was non-responsive, Jimmy sat by his 
bedside for hours, sharing memories of their time together. 
   Later that evening, Jimmy had called another friend who also served with them in the military and told 
him he had just seen Harry at the VA. 
   “Harry’s not at the VA,” came the response.  “He’s in Florida with his grandkids.  Who in the world did 
you visit?” 
   Jimmy was stunned at the news.  Nevertheless, the next day, he returned once again to the VA to sit 
with the buddy he originally thought was his best friend Harry.  When asked why he was going back to 
visit a stranger, Jimmy simply replied: “I promised the man in that bed that I would go back and stay with 
him until he passed, and a soldier always keeps his word.  I won’t leave him.” 
   Jesus asks us in today’s Gospel: “Who do you say that I am?” 
   For Jimmy, it is clear: Christ is the One who doesn’t leave another in need, for in Him, everyone is our 
brother and sister, especially in moments when the Cross is heavy and companions are few.  May we all 
strive to demonstrate that same kind of love for others, no matter how they may come into our lives.

Instead, Fr. Jasper will hear Confessions on Monday September 20th from 6:30pm-7:30pm in the 
Church. (Reconciliation will return to Saturdays at 8:30 a.m. on September 25th).

In 
addition, since it frequently happens that there is more than one request for certain dates and times, it is 
possible that there will be more than one Intention for a particular Mass. 
For the foreseeable future, the Mass times will continue to follow the schedule set to comply with COVID-
19 guidelines. All Masses said at St. Ann's will be announced in the bulletin, whether said publicly in the 
church or said privately by a parish priest. 
Scheduling begins in mid-October so it is important that requests be received by October 1, 2021. If you 
would like to be informed of the dates and times of your scheduled Masses, please include a self 
addressed stamped envelope, a phone number or an email address so that we can contact you. 
The suggested stipend for each Mass is $10 and stipends must accompany your requests. Thank you.
