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At Pound Hill Infant Academy as part of the Brighton Academies Trust, we value the diversity and backgrounds of all our pupils, families and our wider community. We are
proud to be extremely multicultural and celebrate that our academy community is represented by amazingly talented children who speak over 40 languages, represent a
large number of different multi-ethnic groups and different religions.

Democracy

Our pupils are actively encouraged to support with the strategic and operational direction of the academy. From spring term, all pupils are able
to apply for leadership roles in the academy, as elected members of either Pupil Parliament, Charity Committee or Eco Committee. All
applicants are voted in by their peers. These roles are given specific responsibilities, which reflect the academy values of Care, Respect,
Independence, Success and Perseverance

We aim to ensure that all our pupils have a voice within the academy and further afield. They are encouraged to share their thoughts in
a respectful manner and to listen carefully to the views of others, which is driven by our Pupil Parliament.

Our academy curriculum contains a vast amount of opportunity for debate, decision making and voting

Participation from parents and carers is welcomed and actively encouraged to ensure that our parents play an active role in the
development of the academy. Parents are also invited to join the Local Board (upon successful election) and Friends of PHIA (PTA)
Parental views are sort through events such as ‘6 weeks in,” parent consultation evening feedback and parental surveys/ questionnaires
and wider parent voice opportunities

Rule of Law

Our pupils are actively taught about the impact that our decisions make on others around us. We explicitly teach our pupilsabout

their brains and how to be ‘pro-social’ through the consistent implementation of our Behaviour for Learning Policy. We believe in teaching the
pupils life skills to enable them to become responsible citizens. This is applied consistently in all situations, such as in the classroom, on the
playground and whilst off site on school trips
