Club Status

Based on your feedback, we want to be more transparent about your status as a registered club. A Club Status document will be

added to the Student Activities section of the portal. This is a document that will update in real time to show upcoming deadlines,

and whether your club has submitted all required paperwork for the SAC and COSA.  

Student Club & Adviser Manual

The Student Club & Adviser Manual assists club leaders, advisers, and the general Choate community with all relevant policies,

procedures, and services related to clubs and organizations. Both students and advisers are expected to become familiar with this

manual and to operate in accordance with its guidelines. The manual is subject to change at any time, and the most up-to-date

version will be uploaded to the Student Activities section of the Choate Portal.  

Fall Term Meetings

Clubs can return to in person meetings starting August 13, seeing that they abide by all safety procedures. Clubs are expected to

meet regularly as defined in their constitution. Clubs who are not meeting based on the requirements outlined in their

constitution will be removed as a recognized club. In order to host an in-person meeting, clubs MUST reserve a room. To reserve a

room for club meetings, please email sac@choate.edu at least 48 hours prior to meeting.

Meeting Attendance

All clubs will be required to upload meeting attendance to their shared drive. An attendance tracker has been created for you and

uploaded to your shared drive. Clubs that do not keep attendance will not be eligible to submit Blue Card rosters at the end of the

year.

Fall Term Event Proposals

The Student Activities Office will be dedicating Friday nights for club events. We encourage you to think outside the box and host

new, creative events. If your club would like to host an event in the fall term, please submit an Event Proposal Form by

Wednesday, September 1. Remember, all clubs are required to host at least one event per year – the more the merrier!  

*Events should be activities open to the entire campus community.

Club Constitution 

Club constitutions should be reviewed and ratified during your first club meeting of the fall term. Constitutions must be reviewed

in the presence of ALL club members, not just the cabinet, and uploaded to a club's shared drive no later than Friday, October 1.

Clubs who fail to update their constitution will be placed on probationary status and may experience limitations as a club.

Shared Drive

Every club has a shared drive where you can store meeting minutes, attendance, official documents, etc.

Club and Adviser Communication

Club leaders must include their club advisor on ALL email correspondence. This includes emails about meetings, events, updates,

etc.
