Face Mask

Student Attendance & COVID-19 Cases 
Arriving on Time  
Learners are late if they arrive after 8:03AM. It is imperative that students arrive 
before 8AM so they can get to class on time.  Families will begin receiving 
automated messages when your child reports to school late or if they are absent.
