SCHOLARSHIP Update

Another important point to emphasize is that you should always recheck your answer sheet the last 
minute of a section to make sure all the bubbles are filled in. Remember there is NO penalty for 
guessing, which means lots and lots of bubbling.

Start training yourself to make dark marks in small circles, because you are going to 
want to make sure every answer in sight on the ACT has a bubble filled in!

Remember there is NO reason to ever leave an ACT question blank! Don’t cheat yourself by forgetting 
to answer a question you previously skipped in a section. For every four bubbles you leave blank, you 
miss out on one potential extra point on average, which can sometimes raise your score by a whole 
composite point. Most other students will be doing this too. If you don’t, you are putting yourself at a 
disadvantage!

Scholarships are free money!  They do not need to be repaid!
There are thousands of scholarships available. Private companies, social organizations, nonprofits, 

and employers are among the few groups which offer scholarships to students. Check with your 
parent’s employers.  Do they offer a scholarship?
