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Determination of Excused Absences and Procedures

The principal / designee or school board
assess whether a verified absence is
excused or un-excused.

The principal / designee may
determine a verified absence
as excused due to the illness
of the student or a member
of the student’s family.

!

The principal / designee may
determine the need for home
instruction and/or instruction
in an alternative educational
setting such as individual,
small group, or large group.

The principal / designee or school board
may determine a verified absence as
excused if the absence is prearranged.

A written request must be handed to the

principal / designee prior to the absence.

A principal recommendation for action
will accompany the request.

The principal /
designee may
determine
requests of 1 to 5
days - not to
exceed 5 days in
a term of 3
months.
