DESCRIPTION

The Fourth of July —also known as Independence Day or July 4th —has been a federal holiday in the
United States since 1941, but the tradition of Independence Day celebrations goes back to the 18th century
and the American Revolution. On July 2nd, 1776, the Continental Congress voted in favor of
independence, and two days later delegates from the 13 colonies adopted the Declaration of
Independence, a historic document drafted by Thomas Jefferson. From 1776 to the present day, July 4th
has been celebrated as the birth of American independence.

In 1956, Amilcar Cabral and a group of fellow Cape Verdeans and Guineans organized (in Portuguese
Guinea) the clandestine African Party for the Independence of Guinea and Cape Verde (PAIGC). It
demanded improvement in economic, social and political conditions in Cape Verde and Portuguese
Guinea and formed the basis of the two nations' independence movement.

A budding independence movement - originally led by Amilcar Cabral, assassinated in 1973 - passed on
to his half-brother Luis Cabral and culminated in independence for the archipelago in 1975.

Following the April 1974 revolution in Portugal, the PAIGC became an active political movement in Cape
Verde. In December 1974, the PAIGC and Portugal signed an agreement providing for a transitional
government composed of Portuguese and Cape Verdeans. On 30 June 1975, Cape Verdeans elected a
INational Assembly which received the instruments of independence from Portugal on 5 July 1975.

(ADA) DAY

The ADA, a comprehensive civil rights law for people with disabilities, was passed on July 26, 1990.
The law prohibits discrimination against individuals with disabilities, assuring them of equality of
opportunity, full community participation, independent living, and economic self-sufficiency.
Today, 1 in 4 Americans with disabilities are able to participate in their communities and
workplaces thanks to the ADA. The ADA National Network is proud of its role in supporting the
goals of this landmark civil rights law.

o Title II - Public Services: State and Local Government

o Title III - Public Accommodations and Services Operated by Private Entities

The International Day of Friendship was proclaimed in 2011 by the UN General Assembly with the
idea that friendship between peoples, countries, cultures and individuals can inspire peace efforts
and build bridges between communities.

The resolution places emphasis on involving young people, as future leaders, in community
activities that include different cultures and promote international understanding and respect for
diversity.

To mark the International Day of Friendship the UN encourages governments, international
organizations and civil society groups to hold events, activities and initiatives that contribute to the
efforts of the international community towards promoting a dialogue among civilizations,
solidarity, mutual understanding and reconciliation.

The International Day of Friendship is an initiative that follows on the proposal made by UNESCO
defining the Culture of Peace as a set of values, attitudes and behaviors that reject violence and
endeavor to prevent conflicts by addressing their root causes with a view to solving problems. It
was then adopted by the UN General Assembly in 1997.

Independence also meant that a constitution, symbols,
emblems, an army, Jamaican currency and passports had to be developed for the country.

In the Islamic calendar, days begin at sunset. The event falls on a different day every year because
the Islamic year is 11 to 12 days shorter. As rituals and prayers mark the occasion, Muharram is
known as the month of remembrance and is sacred to Muslims across the world.

August 26 Women's Equality Day, August 26th, commemorates the struggles of women to be heard, as fierce
WOMEN’S EQUALITY DAY advocates who gained the statutory right to vote. Also, known as women’s suffrage, the 19th
IAmendment to the U.S. Constitution, guarantees all American women the right to vote. The
IAmendment changed Federal law and the face of the American electorate forever. Women won
legal recognition as equal citizens under the 19th Amendment. While women in some states could
already vote before 1920, women in some states — particularly those of color —were blocked from
voting after ratification.

IAdditionally, the voting rights of Native American women were not recognized until 1924. For
Chinese American women, it was 1943, and for Japanese and other Asian American women it was
1952.

While African American women were quite active in the women’s suffrage movement of the early
19th century, they remained barred from voting for decades after their white counterparts. It wasn't
until passage of the Voting Rights Act in 1965, that African American women were granted the right
to vote.

Women’s Equality Day gives us an opportunity to reflect on the continuing struggle for equality in
the workplace and the role of women in our public life. Women in public service and government
have long served this nation by working to clear barriers, enforce laws, implement new ideas, and
change people’s attitudes.

He intended to chart a western sea route
to China, India and the renowned gold and Spice Islands of Asia; instead, he landed in the Bahamas,
becoming the first European to explore the Americas since the Vikings set up colonies in Greenland and
Newfoundland during the 10th century. Columbus Day became a federal holiday in the United States
by proclamation of President Franklin D. Roosevelt in 1937. Controversy over Columbus Day dates
back to the 19th century, when anti-immigrant groups in the United States rejected the holiday because
of its association with Catholicism. In recent decades, Native Americans and other groups have
protested the celebration of an event that resulted in the colonization of the Americas, the beginnings of
the transatlantic slave trade and the deaths of millions from murder and disease

Having been
born into slavery in 1758 in Port-au-Prince, as an adult Dessalines joined the country’s struggle for
independence in 1791. He was instrumental in the success of the Haitian Revolution - the first successful
slave revolt in the history of the world. Haiti became an independent country from France on January 1, 1804.
Jean-Jacques Dessalines became a general, and later declared himself Emperor Jacques I. He was an autocratic
ruler until his death by assassination.

Haitians chose October 17 to celebrate this day as a day against slavery and colonialism, showing pride that
their country was the first republic to be governed by people of African descent. Dessalines” death
anniversary is widely celebrated throughout the country with parades and parties, as well as historic
reenactments of his life. Even though Dessalines ruled with a heavy hand, the Haitian people still celebrate
their hero’s death as a man who liberated them from slavery and gave them their freedom. It was Dessalines
who renamed the country Haiti (Ayiti).

Samoa, Tonga, Tuvalu, Cook Islands, French Polynesia and Easter Island).

Like most commemorative months, Asian/Pacific American Heritage Month originated with Congress.
This joint resolution was passed by the House and then the Senate and was signed by President Jimmy
Carter on October 5, 1978 to become Public Law 95-419 (PDF, 158kb). During the next decade, presidents
passed annual proclamations for Asian/Pacific American Heritage Week until 1990 when Congress
passed Public Law 101-283 (PDF, 166kb) which expanded the observance to a month for 1990.

The month of May was chosen to commemorate the immigration of the first Japanese to the United States
on May 7, 1843, and to mark the anniversary of the completion of the transcontinental railroad on May
10, 1869. The majority of the workers who laid the tracks were Chinese immigrants.

May is Jewish American Heritage Month - On April 20, 2006, President George W. Bush proclaimed
that May would be Jewish American Heritage Month. The announcement was the crowning
achievement in an effort by the Jewish Museum of Florida and South Florida Jewish community
leaders that resulted in resolutions introduced by Rep. Debbie Wasserman Schultz of Florida and
Sen. Arlen Specter of Pennsylvania urging the president to proclaim a month that would recognize
the more than 350-year history of Jewish contributions to American culture. The resolutions passed
unanimously, first in the House of Representatives in December 2005 and later in the Senate in
[February 2006.

The month of May was chosen due to the highly successful celebration of the 350th Anniversary of
IAmerican Jewish History in May 2004, which was organized by the Commission for
Commemorating 350 Years of American Jewish History.

EID AL-FITR (MUSLIM)
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The religious festival Eid al-Fitr, or the “Festival of Breaking the Fast,” is one of two major holidays
celebrated by Muslims around the world. In the United States, Eid al-Fitr 2021 begins on the
evening of Wednesday, May 12 and ends on the evening of Thursday, May 13.

IAlso known as the “Lesser Eid,” Eid al-Fitr commemorates the end of the fasting month

of Ramadan. An occasion for special prayers, family visits, gift-giving and charity, it takes place
over one to three days, beginning on the first day of Shawwal, the 10th month in the Islamic
calendar.

Though some Muslims observe other special days throughout the year, including the beginning of
the new year according to the Islamic calendar and the day the Prophet Muhammad was born, the
two Eids are the only holidays celebrated by the entire Muslim community worldwide. Eid al-Fitr
marks the end of the fast of Ramadan, while Eid al-Adha (“Festival of Sacrifice”) occurs at the end
of the annual pilgrimage season.

The Islamic calendar is a lunar calendar, in which dates are calculated based on the lunar phases,
and each new month begins when the waxing crescent moon appears in the sky. Because the 12-
month lunar year is approximately 11 days shorter than the solar Gregorian calendar (the 365-day
calendar used in the Western world), Islamic months and holidays fall in various seasons
depending on the year.

CINCO DE MAYO
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Cinco de Mayo, or the fifth of May, is a holiday that celebrates the date of the Mexican army’s May
5, 1862 victory over France at the Battle of Puebla during the Franco-Mexican War. The day, which
falls on Wednesday, May 5 in 2021, is also known as Battle of Puebla Day. While it is a relatively
minor holiday in Mexico, in the United States, Cinco de Mayo has evolved into a commemoration of
Mexican culture and heritage, particularly in areas with large Mexican-American populations.
Cinco de Mayo is not Mexican Independence Day, a popular misconception. Instead, it
commemorates a single battle. In 1861, Benito Juarez —a lawyer and member of the Indigenous
Zapotec tribe —was elected president of Mexico. At the time, the country was in financial ruin after
years of internal strife, and the new president was forced to default on debt payments to European
governments.

WORLD PORTUGUESE LANGUAGE DAY

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The date of 5 May was officially established in 2009 by the Community of Portuguese-speaking|
Countries (CPLP) - an intergovernmental organization that has been in official partnership with
IUNESCO since 2000, and which brings together peoples with the Portuguese language as one of the|
foundations of their specific identity - to celebrate the Portuguese language and Lusophone cultures.
In 2019, the 40th session of UNESCO's General Conference decided to proclaim 5 May of each year as
"World Portuguese Language Day".

The Portuguese language is not only one of the most widespread languages in the world, with more
than 265 million speakers spread through all continents, but it is also the most widely spoken
language in the southern hemisphere. Portuguese remains, today, a major language of international
communication and a language with a strong geographical projection, destined to increase.

PENTECOST SUNDAY (Christianity)

Pentecost was the celebration of the beginning of the early weeks of harvest. In Palestine, there were two
harvests each year. The early harvest came during the months of May and June; the final harvest came in
the Fall. Pentecost was the celebration of the beginning of the early wheat harvest, which meant that
Pentecost always fell sometime during the middle of the month of May or sometimes in early June.

There were several festivals, celebrations, or observances that took place before Pentecost. There

was Passover, there was Unleavened Bread, and there was the Feast of Firstfruits. The Feast of Firstfruits
was the celebration of the beginning of the barley harvest. Here's the way you figured out the date of
IPentecost.

Shavuot, the “Feast of Weeks,” is celebrated seven weeks after Passover (Pesach). Since the counting of
this period (sefirat ha-omer) begins on the second evening of Passover, Shavuot takes place exactly 50
days after the (first) seder. Hence, following the Greek word for “fifty,” Shavuot is also referred to
sometimes as Pentecost. Although its origins are to be found in an ancient grain harvest festival, Shavuot
has long been identified with the giving of the Torah on Mount Sinai.

Shavuot combines two major religious observances. First is the grain harvest of the early summer. Second
is the giving of the Torah on Mount Sinai seven weeks after the exodus from Egypt. The first determines
the ritual for the holiday, which was one of the three pilgrimage festivals of ancient Israel, when Israelite
males were commanded to appear before God in Jerusalem, bringing offerings of the first fruits of their
harvest. The second determines the significance of the holiday for Judaism, tying it in with the seminal
event of Jewish religious memory, namely the entering into a covenant between God and Israel,
exemplified by Israel’s assumption of Divine law.

During World War II (1939-1945), the Battle of Normandy, which lasted from June 1944 to August 1944,
resulted in the Allied liberation of Western Europe from Nazi Germany’s control. Codenamed Operation
Overlord, the battle began on June 6, 1944, also known as D-Day, when some 156,000 American, British,
land Canadian forces landed on five beaches along a 50-mile stretch of the heavily fortified coast of
France’s Normandy region. The invasion was one of the largest amphibious military assaults in history
and required extensive planning. Prior to D-Day, the Allies conducted a large-scale deception campaign
designed to mislead the Germans about the intended invasion target. By late August 1944, all northern
France had been liberated, and by the following spring the Allies had defeated the Germans. The
INormandy landings have been called the beginning of the end of war in Europe.

Loving Day

“The “Loving” in Loving Day is actually the last name of Mildred and Richard Loving. The Loving
Day Story begins when they were arrested for being married in 1958 because they were an
interracial couple living in Virginia.

Their case, Loving v. Virginia (1967), reached the U.S. Supreme Court. Their lawyers argued that
laws against interracial marriage came from slavery laws, intended to oppress Black people, and
based on white supremacy. Other states had similar laws. Some of these laws applied to people of
other races as well.

INine years after their arrest, the Lovings won their case on June 12th, 1967 (which is why Loving
Day is on June 12th). It was more than a victory for their family. It struck down all state laws against
interracial marriage in the U.S.”

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When the American Revolution broke out in 1775, the colonists weren’t fighting united under a
single flag. Instead, most regiments participating in the war for independence against the British
fought under their own flags. In June of 1775, the Second Continental Congress met in Philadelphia
to create the Continental Army —a unified colonial fighting force —with the hopes of more
organized battle against its colonial oppressors. This led to the creation of what was, essentially, the
first “ American” flag, the Continental Colors.

For some, this flag, which was comprised of 13 red and white alternating stripes and a Union Jack in
the corner, was too similar to that of the British. George Washington soon realized that flying a flag
that was even remotely close to the British flag was not a great confidence-builder for the
revolutionary effort, so he turned his efforts towards creating a new symbol of freedom for the soon-
to-be fledgling nation.

On June 14, 1777, the Second Continental Congress took a break from writing the Articles of
Confederation and passed a resolution stating that “the flag of the United States be 13 stripes,
alternate red and white,” and that “the union be 13 stars, white in a blue field, representing a new
constellation.”

Over 100 years later, in 1916, President Woodrow Wilson marked the anniversary of that decree by
officially establishing June 14 as Flag Day. As you celebrate the anniversary of the Stars and Stripes,
here are some fast facts about “Old Glory.”

On
June 17, 2021, it officially became a federal holiday.

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World Down Syndrome Day (WDSD), 21 March, is a global awareness day which has been officially
observed by the United Nations since 2012. The date for WDSD being the 21t day of the 34 month,
was selected to signify the uniqueness of the triplication (trisomy) of the 215t chromosome which
causes Down syndrome. Down Syndrome Association Singapore launched and hosted the WDSD
website from 2006-2010, on behalf of Dsi, for global activities to be recorded. The Brazilian
Federation of Associations of Down Syndrome worked with Down Syndrome International and its
members to launch an extensive campaign to generate international support. Following the joint
work of Brazil and Poland, the resolution was adopted by consensus during the plenary meeting of
the Third Committee of the United Nations General Assembly on Thursday 10 November 2011.
