ACT PERFORMANCE 2021

Level 1 was full in-person attendance.  
Level 2 was a hybrid model with half of the students in person and the other half remote, with students rotating on a two-day basis.  
Level 3 was 100% remote.  

On March 16, 2020, Creighton Preparatory School went to 100% remote learning for the remainder of the school year. Students participated
in classes via Zoom and completed coursework and assessments through Canvas and other web-based tools. We completed all required
instructional hours. For the 2020-21 school year, we had three learning options.  

Creighton Preparatory School followed guidelines from the Douglas County Health Department and the Department of Education. School
began at Level 2. On February 8, 2021, the school progressed to Level 1. Students were given the option to learn remotely with
administrative approval. The 2021-22 school year is beginning at Level 1. Remote learning is not an option.
