TAX NEWS - According to Kiplinger’s Retirement Report,
longer forms for Schedules 1, 2, and 3 are coming. Form
1040 will look very much like that for the 2020 tax year. To
date, there are only minor changes to the two-page form.
But the aforementioned schedules are much longer
because they’ll list specifics for other types of income,
adjustments, credits, etc.

In addition, a free service is available to retrieve old tax
data. Don’t worry if you need information on a return that
you’ve tossed or lost. Taxpayers can use the IRS’s free Get
Transcript online tool to view and immediately print a tax
transcript, which is a summary of key data on a tax return.
Alternatively, mail Form 4506-T or call 800-908- 9946 to
order a transcript copy. Those seeking copies of actual tax
returns must request them by mail, using form 4506.
There’s a $43 fee per return, and it can take the IRS up to
75 days to process the request. However, for those living
in a federally declared disaster area can get the fee waived,
and the agency will expedite the processing.

Birthday: those celebrating their 80™ birthday and above,
or veterans celebrating a birthday 70 and above are eligible
to receive a greeting. As well, those couples celebrating
their 50™, 60", 70™ and up wedding anniversary can get
one. Submit these 6-8 weeks before the event. Send
requests after these events: Birth or adoption, wedding or
civil union, Eagle Scout Award, Girl Scout Gold Award, Bar/
Bat Mitzvah, or equivalent occasion.

There are two ways to request a greeting. One is to mail
your request to The White House, Attn: Greetings Office,
1600 Pennsylvania Avenue NW, Washington, DC 20500.
OR contact your Senator or House Representative. Include
the following information with your request: Name and
address of the honoree (or couple if it’s for an anniversary
or wedding); The way to address the greeting (such as Mr.,
Mrs., or first name); type and date of the event or special
occasion; age if a birthday or number of years married if an
anniversary; and your name and phone number. Be clear
about your request, double-check all the information
before you send it. You can expect the greetings to be
received in 8-12 weeks, although it may take longer to
receive them during popular request times.
