As I've done occasionally in the past, I'm
featuring an article written by Fr. Richard Di Lillio, OSFS,
many years ago. It’s a favorite of mine and especially
appropriate at this time of the year.

“Memory is more than looking back to a time that is no
longer. Itis looking into another time altogether. In this
time, everything that ever was continues to be. In our
memory, life sparkles away. We can find there the people
we love and all those who have loved us. Memory is a
crowded picnic table of people, stories, and past lives. Our
loved ones are gone from our presence. But they live
permanently in our memory, able to be recalled and loved
anew.

When we remember, we enable loved ones and past
experiences to touch us even until today. If they had
something to say to us before, they have something still to
tell us now. Remember them always, and death will be no
more permanent than sleep itself. Francis de Sales
encourages us to look at our dead as still with us. Their
memories are like the stars that continue to shine on us,
giving us inspiration and faith to travel the paths of our
own journey. We always need their light, and it is always
available.

In one of his letters, De Sales wrote this beautiful phrase,
‘What becomes of the light of the stars when the sun
appears on the horizon? Such light is ravished and
absorbed into the sun’s supreme light with which it is
happily joined!” Francis de Sales gives us a wonderful
image to hold in our hearts as we pray and remember
those who gave us so much light while they lived among
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us.
