NOVEMBER IS NATIVE AMERICAN HERITAGE MONTH
What is Native American Awareness Month? Native American Heritage Month is a month-long celebration of
the culture, traditions, beliefs, and customs of the Native American people. It’s also a time to highlight the
important contributions that Native American communities and individuals have made to the United States.

History of Native American Heritage Month: The first “American Indian Day” was declared in May 1916 by the
governor of New York. In 1990 President George H. W. Bush approved a joint resolution designating
November 1990 “National American Indian Heritage Month.”

Did you know? Thousands of years before Christopher Columbus’ ships arrived in the Bahamas, a different
group of people discovered America. The nomadic ancestors of modern Native Americans hiked over a “land



bridge” from Asia to what is now Alaska more than 12,000 years ago! By the time European adventurers
arrived in the 15th century A.D., scholars estimate that more than 10 million people already lived in what would
become the United States!

Native Americans weren’t granted American citizenship until 1924 and even then it took 40 years for all 50
states in America to allow the vote for Native Americans. There are 574 sovereign tribal nations that have a
formal relationship with the United States government. In 2010, there were 334 state-recognized Native
American reservations. Across 11 states, there are 65 recognized tribes. These states are Arizona,
Connecticut, Georgia, Louisiana, Maryland, Massachusetts, New York, North Carolina, South Carolina,
Vermont, and Virginia.

Native Americans in Connecticut: Connecticut law recognizes five Indian tribes; these five tribes have six
reservations in the state:

1. Golden Hill Paugussett
2. Mashantucket Pequot
3. Mohegan
4. Paucatuck Eastern Pequot
5. Schaghticoke

Report Cards 6th, 7th, & 8th Grades
This school year is divided into four marking periods of approximately nine weeks each. Report Cards are
available online through the PowerSchool Parent Portal.

● If a student has any accountability, i.e. outstanding library books, lost textbooks, etc., Parent Portal
access to the report card may be denied until the issue is resolved.

● Any student who has received a grade of Incomplete should meet with their teacher, attend extra help
sessions; teachers will help students devise a plan for completing missing assignments or
assessments. An Incomplete becomes a Failure if the student does not make up the work or tests
scheduled. Interim Progress Reports (IPRs) are not generated since all parents have access to the
PowerSchool GradeBook feature through the Parent Portal. Parents will receive an email alerting
parents it is mid-marking period and prompting them to check their child's grades online.
