Budget Perspective
This month the overall Program Reserve was unchanged and the Reserve + Project Contingencies decreased by $47K. All projects remain within their current approved budgets. Primary cost events were:

• The Bond Program received $54K in added revenue. These funds were due to ETO reimbursements from the Raleigh Park HVAC and Electrical project, and have been allocated to the District‐Wide Facility 
Repair project (increasing the project budget by $54K).

• Aloha HS Seismic's budget decreased by $702K as the majority of the project has been closed out. These funds were added to the Seismic Funding Hold, and will be utilized to complete additional seismic 
scope. Aloha HS is retaining some contingency as close out of the summer 2021 roof work is still ongoing.

• Beaver Acres ES Seismic has financially closed. The project returned $102K in savings, which was added to the Seismic Funding Hold, and will be utilized to complete additional seismic scope. The project had 
previously returned $2.2M in savings, which was used to help cover costs for Bethany ES Seismic after it wasn't award an SRGP (Seismic Rehabilitation Grant Program) grant. 

Schedule Perspective
• The three added repipe projects (Chehalem, Elmonica, McKinley) have been combined into one 2022 Repipes project. The work will be executed together with one contractor over the upcoming summer.

• Now that the original Seismic scope of the Bond has been completed, we are exploring how to utilize savings from those projects to complete additional seismic scope across the District. The plan is to target 
high risk areas based on the 2019 Seismic Report. Currently that list includes: Rock Creek (covered play), SHS (auditorium), West TV (gym), and exit door glazing at various schools. This list will be refined as we 
complete costs estimates for the work.

• Vose Classroom Addition has been successfully bid. There were four pre‐qualified bidders, and the successful bid is within budget.

Challenges and Opportunities
• Supply chain issues: As we turn our attention towards 2022 projects, we are being very mindful of potential supply chain issues. As an example, we are being told that the insulation we typically use for roofing 
projects has a 6‐8 month lead time. A typical lead time would be approximately 1‐2 months, so this will be a significant impact. Due to these issues, there is the potential that some of next summer's projects 
get delayed. We are actively investigating the impacts. and will plan accordingly.

• As a part of the Federal CARES act, the District has received Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER), and a portion is being executed through Bond projects to help improve HVAC and air 
flow functions in our buildings. Current projects utilizing ESSER funds are Hiteon HVAC Controls Upgrade and 2022 HVAC Upgrade Group 1.
