Budget Perspective
This month the overall Program Reserve was unchanged and the Reserve + Project Contingencies decreased by $74K. All projects remain within their current approved budgets. Primary cost events were:

• Maintenance Facility Improvements contingency decreased by $74K due to necessary regrading of the existing sidewalk, as well as modifications to and temporary irrigation for the swale.

• District‐Wide Facility Repairs budget increased by $11K due to additional ETO funds received from the Raleigh Park HVAC and Electrical project.

• Vose Classroom Addition contingency increased by $600K due to bids received for the project, which left the project with additional unallocated reserve. 

• 2021 Roof Replacements budget increased by $307K due to bids received to complete the Montclair roof. Montclair was originally meant to be done last summer, but due to material delays and 
postponements it got pushed to Summer 2022. The bids received are in line with the amount of market volatility we are seeing for our roofing and HVAC projects.

• 2022 HVAC Upgrades Group 1 budget increased by $1.34M due to bids received. These were higher than our estimates, but are in line with the amount of market volatility we are seeing for our roofing and 
HVAC projects. The project team is working on some value engineering, so the hope is that costs can be reduced.

• Seismic Red Zones budget increased by $160K due to transfer of funds from the Seismic Funding Hold. This starting budget will be used to begin design and estimating work.

Schedule Perspective
• The Maintenance Facility Improvements project is substantially complete and close out efforts have begun.

• Security Upgrades: Site Fencing has an architect on board and design has begun. Construction is to begin this summer.

• Bidding for Summer 2022 projects has begun, and will be ramping up over the next couple of months.

Challenges and Opportunities
• Supply chain issues: As we turn our attention towards 2022 projects, we are being very mindful of potential supply chain issues. As an example, we are being told that the insulation we typically use for roofing
projects has a 6‐8 month lead time. A typical lead time would be approximately 1‐2 months, so this will be a significant impact. Due to these issues, there is the potential that some of next summer's projects 
get delayed. We are actively investigating the impacts. and will plan accordingly.

• As a part of the Federal CARES act, the District has received Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief (ESSER), and a portion is being executed through Bond projects to help improve HVAC and air
flow functions in our buildings. Current projects utilizing ESSER funds are Hiteon HVAC Controls Upgrade and 2022 HVAC Upgrade Group 1.
