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TWO-WAY DUAL LANGUAGE PROGRAM
Beginning in pre-K or kindergarten, students in the 
program will speak two different native languages and 
receive instruction in both English and Spanish. Bilingual 
children who are educated in their second language have 
been seen to outperform single language children in their 
native language. 
Bilingualism also increases brain cognition by utilizing the 
highest levels of thinking, focus, and awareness.
