Dear parents and carers,  

In order to help your son/daughter to be ready for their formal GCSE exams in Year 11, we believe it is 
important to give them experience in sitting assessments under formal exam conditions throughout their 
time in school.

Pupils are expected to follow the same rules and expectations that they will have to follow in their GCSE 
exams. These rules are as follows: 

 Mobiles phones must be switched off and put in bags

 They should put their bags at the side of the hall and then find their seat 
 They must sit in silence and wait for instructions 
 They must not attempt to communicate with other students until the exam is finished and they 

have left the hall 
 They must follow all instructions given by the exam invigilators 

These rules will be explained to all Year 9 pupils in assembly prior to the week of their exams. They will 
also receive a personalised timetable with their exam times on from their form tutor.
