School notifies students who spent more than a cumulative total of 15
minutes (within a 24-hour time period) in a shared indoor airspace (e.g.,

classroom) with someone with COVID-19 during their period of
infectiousness.

Students exposed to someone with COVID-19 in a K-12 school:

Notification sent to "groups" of exposed students (e.g., classmates,
teammates, cohorts, etc.) rather than contact tracing to identify individual
"close contacts” (e.g., those within 6 feet).

Students exposed to someone with COVID-19 in a K-12 school:

Exposed students, regardless of COVID-19 vaccination status or prior infection,
should get tested for COVID-19 with at least one diagnostic test obtained within
3-5 days after last exposure.

In the event of wide-scale and/or repeated exposures, broader (e.g., grade-wide
or campus-wide) state guidance allows for once weekly on-site testing for
COVID-19 until such time that exposure events become less frequent.

Students exposed to someone with COVID-19 in a K-12 school:

Exposed students who participate in weekly testing may continue to take
part in all aspects of K-12 schooling, including sports and extracurricular
activities, unless they develop symptoms or test positive for COVID-19.

Exposed students who develop symptoms should quarantine.

Exposed students who receive a positive test result should isolate.
