Hearing Screenings Notification 

Hearing screenings are in progress for Kindergarten, 3
rd

, and 5
th

 grades, and 

all students who are new to SMSD. If a student does not pass the initial 

screening, a second screening will be done in 2-3 weeks. If the second 

screening is not passed, a referral letter will be mailed home to parents. 

Illness/Covid - When to Keep Your Child Home 

To protect your child and to prevent illness from spreading, keep your 

child home if any of these contagious symptoms are present: 
 

▪ New cough, shortness of breath 

▪ New loss of taste/smell 

▪ Temperature of 100 degrees or higher 

▪ Sore throat, headache, fatigue 

▪ Congestion, runny nose 

▪ Nausea, vomiting, diarrhea 

▪ Body aches, chills 

▪ Undiagnosed rash or skin lesions 

▪ Red or discharging eyes 

Call the Nurse’s office if you have any questions. 
 

**Students must be free of fever, vomiting, and diarrhea – WITHOUT

Parents, if your child is going to be late or absent, please call the 24/7 attendance hotline:  

the number is (913) 993-4188.  Please try to do this by 8:30 a.m. the morning of the absence. 

Please note that the nurse does not do attendance or receive these messages.  If you need to 

discuss a specific issue with her, first report the absence to the hotline, then call the nurse 

directly at (913) 993-4102.  Alerting the teacher is appreciated, however we also require 

that you report the absence to the hotline.    Thank you for your diligence in this matter.  

The safety and accountability for your children are of the utmost importance to us. 

 
 

District Policy on Returned Checks 
 

The district has a returned check policy that began June 1, 2007.  All returned checks are processed 

by a collection agency and a $30 fee is assessed for each returned item to cover the cost of 

these services.  This is in addition to any charges assessed by your bank.  Since the charge is being 

assessed by the agency for their service, the charge cannot be waived.  You may want to ask your 

local bank about overdraft protection services.
