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Our Boarding students feel right at home in our unique and architecturally designed Boarding Houses.

(Ainslie, Shin Saimdang, Sherborne, Seondeok House) All our girls enjoy very modern accommodations and
our well-trained Boarding faculty are always present to support each girl. Every Boarding student is assigned to
a Family group of approximately 10 girls, and is counselled by one member of our Boarding Faculty.

Teacher Dons and Heads of House live on campus to provide support at all times.

Below are the general guidelines for Boarding at Branksome Hall Asia.
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Q: What type of rooms are provided in the Boarding Houses?
A: In the Middle School houses, each Boarding student stays with a roommate in one room.
A maximum of 8 students in 4 rooms live in a pod with a shared kitchen, bathroom, and living spaces.
In the Senior School houses, students enjoy a private room and en suite bathroom.
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Q: How are roommates chosen?

A: Roommate selection is based on multiple factors; age, available space, balance between the Houses, Family allocation
and Buddy selection. We do not recommend a change in roommate after the student has moved in.
Each year, students have the option to indicate their preference, but this does not guarantee their roommate.
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Q: When are meals provided and how are they monitored?
A: Three meals a day are provided for each Boarding student, in addition to an afternoon snack in her House.
Students are required to attend each meal and attendance is taken to ensure accountability and to promote healthy eating habits.
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Q: How do | request leave for my daughter?
A: There are two types of leave: Weekend Leave and Holiday Leave.

1. Weekend Leave: Parents must email the Head of House, using the designated form, by 6:00 pm on Tuesday to
request leave for the weekend. Please note that students should only request leave approximately one time per month un-
less there are extraordinary circumstances.

2. Holiday Leave: Parents must use the designated form and email the Family Don two weeks in advance. Parents are respon-
sible for booking their own flights. Bookings at the beginning of the holiday should be after 4:30 pm. On return, Boarding
opens at 3:00 pm and students should arrive between 3:00 - 6:00 pm. Multiple buses are provided from the airport to
Branksome Hall Asia between 3:00 - 5:30 pm. Teacher Dons will accompany students to and from the airport.
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Q: What type of medical care is provided for my daughter in Boarding?

A: We have access to a nurse and medical center 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
The Boarding faculty often provide transportation for students to medical clinics in Jeju and a general medical clinic is
within walking distance from our school. If a student receives medicine, it must be kept in the Branksome Hall Asia
medical center. The medical center will update parents as needed on medical care that was given.
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Q: What is the policy regarding electronics?

A: Students are allowed to bring electronics for personal and school use. Each night, Middle School students submit their
electronics to a secure room at a specific time. The time varies for each grade, but it is between 9:30 - 10:15 pm.
Students have access to their electronics in the morning before school.

In Grades 10 - 12, students are allowed to keep their electronics overnight and are encouraged to use them responsibly.
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Q: Can my daughter attend private lessons?

A: At Branksome Hall Asia, we do not feel that it is necessary for students to attend academies on a regular basis.
If there is a special instrument or a subject that is necessary, then we will review the request on a case by case basis.
Branksome Hall Asia has many music lessons on campus and the Faculty is here to provide extra academic support.
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Q: How will my daughter wash her laundry?

A: There are two ways: For Grade 6 - 8, students leave items in a laundry bag on 1st floor and the cleaning staff complete
the laundry by 3:30 pm. Students then pick up their bags of laundry when they return home from school.
For students in G9 - 12, they can either leave the bag in the morning for the cleaning staff to complete or they can use
the machines in the evenings and weekends. All students will be shown how to use the machines.
Laundry detergent and dryer sheets are provided by the school.
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Q: Should my daughter bring her own bedding?

A: In Middle School, the students have the option to use bedding that is provided by the school or to bring their own.
Each Middle School student receives a fitted sheet, mattress pad, duvet & duvet cover. A pillowcase is also provided,
but we ask each student to bring their own pillow. In the Senior School, it is expected that each girl provides her own
bedding.
