OR they may hang out in the cafeteria where a movie will be playing (faculty
supervision is provided). At 5:30pm, there will be Dick’s Drive-In burgers offered for
dinner to any student who wishes to remain on campus until the retreat. All students
should return to Kennedy Catholic’s Goodwin Gymnasium by 6pm. Please be sure
your student has eaten dinner before arriving or have them grab a burger from the
cafeteria at 5:30pm. Students will not stay overnight. They should be picked up at the

gym entrance at 9:30pm.

o Friday, February 22 (9am—9:30pm): Students should report to Kennedy
Catholic’s Goodwin Gymnasium before 9am. Freshmen must bring a lunch. Pasta
dinner is provided in individual servings. All parents are invited to attend Mass in the
gym at 8pm, however only one is required. This is a fantastic end to our retreat!
