Como cristianos, profesamos la fe en la encarnacion del Verbo hecho carne y en su
resurreccion corporal, que compartiremos en el Gltimo dia. Se nos recuerdan las palabras de
san Pablo que escribe a los Corintios: “;O no saben que sus cuerpos son templo del Espiritu
Santo, que habita en ustedes y que han recibido de Dios? Por lo tanto, ustedes no se
pertenecen, sino que han sido comprados, jy a qué precio! Glorifiquen entonces a Dios en
sus cuerpos” (1 Corintios 6:19-20).

Informacion sobre funerales, cremaciones y entierros cristianos, extraida de la Declaracion
y Politica sobre Cremacion en la Provincia de Miami, aprobada por los Obispos, 4 de
diciembre del 2006:

.La iglesia permite la cremacion del cuerpo?

Los catolicos pueden optar por la cremacidn, siempre que no exprese en modo alguno una
negacion de la ensefianza catdlica sobre la dignidad del cuerpo, creado por Dios
Todopoderoso para ser templo del Espiritu Santo y destinado a participar plenamente en la
Resurreccion de los justos en el Ultimo Dia. Si bien la iglesia entiende que pueden existir
ciertas circunstancias y preferencias para que personas o familiares busquen la cremacion,
mantiene como primera preferencia los ritos funerarios con el cuerpo presente y su entierro
inmediato en un cementerio. Asi, aunque “ahora se permite la cremacion, no goza del
mismo valor que el entierro del cuerpo. La iglesia claramente prefiere y exhorta a que el
cuerpo del difunto esté presente en los ritos funerarios, ya que la presencia del cuerpo
humano expresa mejor los valores que la iglesia afirma en sus ritos”. (Orden de los
funerales cristianos, 413)

Si se elige la cremacion, ;cuando se debe cremar el cuerpo?

La iglesia recomienda que el cuerpo sea incinerado después del funeral, permitiendo asi la
presencia del cuerpo en la misa del funeral. Sin embargo, cuando las circunstancias
pastorales lo requieran, la cremacién y el entierro pueden tener lugar incluso antes de la
liturgia del funeral. Los parrocos en la Florida pueden otorgar permiso de forma individual
para que los restos cremados estén presentes en la Misa finebre, siempre que sean
enterrados inmediatamente después de la misa finebre.



(,Como deben ser tratados los restos cremados?

Los restos cremados de un cuerpo deben ser tratados con el mismo respeto que se da a los
restos corpdreos de un cuerpo humano. Esto incluye el uso de un recipiente digno para
contener las cenizas, la forma en que se transportan, el cuidado y la atencion a la ubicacidén
y el transporte apropiados, y la disposicion final (Rito de los funerales cristianos, 417).

. Cual es el método adecuado para la disposicion final de los restos cremados?

La disposicion final de los restos cremados siempre debe reflejar la creencia cristiana en la
resurreccion corporal y el respeto que se le brinda al cuerpo humano, incluso después de la
muerte. La iglesia recomienda que el entierro o sepultura de los restos cremados ocurra sin
demora, una vez que se complete el proceso de cremacion. Los restos cremados deben
colocarse en una urna (u otro recipiente adecuado) y enterrarse en el suelo o en un
columbario. Se recomienda encarecidamente a los catolicos que sean enterrados o
sepultados en un cementerio catolico o en la seccion catolica de un cementerio no catélico.
