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You may have heard that there is a capital project scheduled for 2020.  Here are some of the details… When the Middle 
School gymnasium (Arthur L. Baker Gymnasium) opened in the 1970’s, the Mynderse Academy gymnasium was demoted 
to a secondary event venue.  Over the years, some repairs and renovations have been made, but the MA gym is still in need 
of some intensive TLC.  In 2020 a renovation project will see a complete “gutting” and rebuild of the MA gym locker 
rooms.  The current locker rooms have not seen improvements from when the school was built in the mid 1950’s. In 
addition, the gym will be receiving a new wood floor, and redesigned walls.  Bleachers will also make a return to the MA 
gym. The new renovations will add seating but the total capacity will still be much less than the Middle School gym, due to 
the limited size of the MA gym. Because of this, the venue won’t regain its main event status. 
In addition to the work in the MA gym, Mynderse will see a complete renovation of the classrooms in the Science wing.  
These rooms are also 1950 vintage and are in need of updating. The last major improvement coming in 2020 is the 
demolition and rebuilding of the bus garage into a new District Operations Center housing transportation, maintenance 
and district offices. The current building has failed multiple State inspections.
