You may have heard that back in July 2015, Coach George Davis passed away.
Coach Davis was hired to teach Physical Education and to coach in the early
1950’s. While he coached more than football, it was that sport that brought him
and Mynderse enormous notoriety.Coach Davis’ record at Mynderse included
eight consecutive League Championships and nine out of ten between 1951 and
1960. Coach Davis had seven undefeated teams in twenty-one years and six
other teams that lost only one game. George Davis coached an undefeated team
in each of three decades (50’s, 60’s, and 70°s). From 1951 thru 1961, Davis’
teams had an 87% winning percentage, won 9 League titles and lost a total of 2
League games. During Coach Davis’ 21 years at Mynderse Academy, he had
many 1st Team All-State selections, a high school All-American selection and
three consecutive 1st Team All-State quarterbacks: John Pannucci, Gene
Nicandri, and Dave Wormuth. Coach Davis’ winning percentage while at
Mynderse was 80%.

While Coach Davis never made it to a HOF induction ceremony, his memory
and accomplishments will never be forgotten.
