Columbus to Dolores Huerta School History
The doors to Columbus Elementary School opened in the fall of 1971. At that time, kindergarten through
sixth grade attended the school. When it opened, Columbus was a Tulsa Design School, which meant that it
used a cross-training curriculum approach to teaching.

In February of 1980, Columbus experienced a major fire. It was set by vandals at 1:00 a.m. during a blizzard.
While being rebuilt, the students and faculty moved to Fulton Elementary. For the next year and a half, there
were two schools within one building.

Columbus has been fortunate to have some of the best teachers in Tulsa. Columbus has had seven principals
since it opened: Mahana Bryant (who opened Columbus), Betty Miller, Elywn Pruitt, Nancy Jennings, Judy
Armstrong, Jene’ Carpenter and Janice Thoumire.

In July 2018 Columbus Elementary was renamed to Dolores Huerta Elementary.

Today, Dolores Huerta is comprised of early childhood through fifth grade. The early childhood through fifth
grade, are self-contained classes, meaning that the students spend the entire day under the supervision of
one teacher.

Attendance Policy

Arrival
When students arrive, Pk & K will go to the gym & eat breakfast in their classrooms. 1st—5th grade
will go to the cafeteria, eat breakfast & then go to their classrooms. Parents are not allowed in the classroom
unless, prior permission from the Principal has been given.
Students arriving before 7:15 a.m. are to remain outside the building. No supervision is provided until 7:15.

Dismissal
Classes are dismissed at 2:35 p.m. Halls should be cleared by 3:00 p.m. When dismissed from school,
students are to go directly home or report to persons in charge of them after school hours. No supervision is
provided after 3:15 p.m. Please respect loading and unloading zones.

Absences and Tardies
Students arriving at school after 7:30 a.m. are tardy. They are to report to the office. All tardies and
early dismissals will be counted and entered onto the student’s school record.
Four (4) or more absences a parent will be contacted.

Six (6) or more absences parents will receive a first notice letter.

Eight (8) or more absences school reports to TPS Truancy Office.
If it continues a second notice letter is mailed to the parent. If no improvement after the second notice the

truancy office will send to the District Attorneys office for legal action to be taken.

Eighteen (18) or more days of absence is grounds for retention of students.
When a student must be absent from school, the parent or guardian is to call the office at 918-925-
1460 prior to 8:45 a.m. the day of the absence. Absent makeup work for explained absences may be request-
ed through your child’s teacher after three days absent.




Early Departure
Parents are encouraged to try to schedule a child's doctor and dental appointments outside of school hours.
If this is not possible, you must first come to the front door to check your child out, and it must be no later
than 2:10 and must show a valid photo I.D. and be on the child's pickup list. For the child's safety, the teach-
er will not release a child, without notice from the office. Changes over the phone will require verification of
identity.

Leaving the Building/Grounds
Only parents or persons authorized by parents will be allowed to take students from the school. Parents
who find it necessary to take a child from class during the school day, must show a valid I.D. to sign the stu-
dent out.

Bicycle Parking
Parking space for bicycles is provided in front of the school. Students need to bring a lock from home to se-
cure their bike. The school is not responsible for missing bikes.

Breakfast and Lunch
Breakfast is served in the Cafeteria at no cost. Breakfast will not be served after 8:30 am. All Dolores Huerta
students eat free on the Universal Program, (this is year to year designation) or they may bring a home pre-
pared lunch.

Student Dress Code
Dolores Huerta Elementary will follow the district-wide student dress code for Tulsa Public Schools set forth
by the Board of Education. The complete policy can be found on the Tulsa Public Schools Web Site, tul-
saschools.org/parents-students/back-to-school/uniforms.
Mondays and Fridays at Dolores Huerta will be free dress.

Attire for all students should be reasonable, modest and in such style as will not cause distraction and will be
appropriate at all times. Dress appropriately for the weather. Tennis shoes are required for P.E. participation
and recess. Flip-flops (shower shoes) are unacceptable. Due to safety issues, tennis shoes with built in
skate wheels are not allowed. TPS dress code will be enforced. Tulsaschools.org/parents-students/back-to-

Medication
Any medication to be taken by a student is to be brought to the Health Clinic before school
with a completed Parental Authorization for Administration of Medication Form. All medica-
tions must be brought to the Clinic in the prescribed container with the affixed label. Non-
prescription medicine must be in a properly labeled container with directions for administra-
tion. Medication is not to be kept by students. This includes cough drops. All medications
must be administered by designated school personnel who have been through medication ad-
ministration training.

lll Children
If your child becomes ill at school, we will contact you immediately. If we cannot reach you, we will use the
emergency contact information you provided. Please remember, we cannot keep ill children at school. Must
show a valid photo I.D. to pick up children and be on the child’s pickup list.

Accidents
If a serious injury at school requires emergency medical attention, we will make the child comfortable
and then call you immediately. If we cannot reach you, we will use the emergency contact information you
provided.

Visitation Policy
We will follow district policy regarding visitors in the building. Please call the office, 918-925-1460, for
the most updated information before planning a visit.

Field Trips
A signed permission slip must be returned to the school prior to the day of the trip. All
adults must pass a background check two weeks prior to attending a field trip. Field
trips will be limited during the 22-23 school year.

Lost and Found
Check in the office for Lost and Found items.

Phone Policy
Your student’s teacher will have a phone policy for their classroom. Students will be expected to follow it.




Report Cards -Teacher Initiated Conferences
Report cards are issued at the end of each nine weeks of instruction for all grades. They are available on th
Powerschool parent portal.
Progress reports will be sent home at the mid-way point of each grading period.
Conferences are scheduled for all parents at the end of the first and third nine week period. Conferences dur-
ing the 22-23 school year will be virtual through Zoom or in person. Your Child’s teacher will let you know.

Daily Homework
Please check with your child’s teacher on their homework policy.

Care of School Property
Students are responsible for textbooks and library books, computer hardware, software and science and gym
equipment used by them during the school year. All lost or damaged items must be paid for by the end of the
semester. All monies collected are recorded by the office and paid to the proper fund for replacement pur-
poses.

School Safety Patrol
School patrols are selected from responsible fifth & sixth grade students. The patrols are concerned with the
safety of your child and deserve cooperation, as they enforce Dolores Huerta’s procedures.

Parties
During the 22-23 school year, parties will be determined by district policy. You may send store bought baked
goods to celebrate your child’s birthday. Individual celebrations will take place in the cafeteria during the
child’s lunch time. This includes cupcakes, cookies, etc. Students may bring a lunch, but cannot share food.

Honor Rolls
3rd-5th grade students’ academic achievements and excellence in classroom conduct is recognized with hon-
or roll certificates. An honor roll assembly is held at the end of each quarter.




Special Services

Psychological
Psychological services are provided by a trained psychometrist for children, who have been recommended by
teachers and have parental approval.

Speech Therapy
Speech therapy is provided by a licensed speech therapist for children diagnosed as having speech or lan-
guage difficulties.

Counselor
Counseling services are provided by a certified counselor to help deal with the social, emotional and domes-
tic problems of individual children, who have been recommended by teachers.

Learning Disabilities
A special education program is provided by a certified learning disabilities teacher, for those students who
have been tested and diagnosed as learning disabled. Parental approval is required before placement.

Gifted & Talented
This program is designed for children who have met the criteria needed to become a possible participant in
the gifted and talented program.

Safety
1. Fire, tornado, I0C and atmospheric release drills are scheduled periodically throughout the year so that
children are acquainted with proper safety procedures in the event of an emergency.
2. Students are not to leave school when a tornado alert is received or when weather conditions are such
that a tornado appears eminent. The children will be sheltered in the school.
3. Crossing guards are stationed at the corners of the school yard to see that children cross safely.
4. Children must not bring knives, toys, electronic devices, matches or any sharp objects to school.

Dolores Huerta School Discipline Plan

The goal at Dolores Huerta is to provide a safe, secure, happy environment in which students can learn and
grow. This Plan in no way negates Tulsa Public Schools Behavior Response Plan which can be viewed at tul-
saschools.org website. Please go over this plan with your child, sign, and then return the agreement form to
your child’s record room teacher.

Students are expected to demonstrate the following behaviors at school:

Procedures:
Be safe

Walk in the halls at all times.

Have a pass when in the hall without a teacher or other school personnel.

Use playground and classroom equipment as intended.

Leave hats and backpacks in lockers.

Please wear proper clothing. (See Code of Student Conduct for general guidelines). Flip-flops (any shoe
that has a divider between the toes) and shoes that have skate wheels are not allowed due to safety is-
sues.

No food or toys on the playground.

Medication of any kind must be kept in the nurse’s office.

No weapons, real or toy, may be brought to school (guns, knives, etc.).

No fighting, pretend fighting, throwing of objects, or rough play.

Leave electronic devices at home.

Respect Others

Use good manners and proper tone of voice to adults and other students.

Use quiet voice in the classroom and cafeteria.

Immediately follow directions given by adults and safety patrol.

Use appropriate language and behavior: no putdowns, threats, name-calling, obscene language or ges-
tures.

When outside, line up immediately when signaled by an adult.

Leave other people’s property alone.

Consequences
When students choose not to follow school and classroom procedures, the consequences/school based in-

terventions are:

Verbal warning. Given by the adult in charge.
Time out. Given in the class; the child is sent away from the group to redirect their behavior.
Time away or no recess. Time away is spent in another classroom. Students may be required to com-
plete a plan of action focusing on positive choices and the lifeskills.
Notify the parent. The teacher will contact the parent regarding the negative behavior chosen by the
child.
Office Referral. When a referral is given, the principal/principal designee will become involved. The
principal will review the referral and counsel with the student. Next, the principal/principal designee will
decide if further action is warranted. Further action may include; but not limited to:

e Parent notification/Conference

o Reflection Time / In School Intervention

o ***Immediate referral offenses include, but are not limited to:




e Bullying (harassment)

o Stealing
o Fighting
o Hitting

e Weapons
o Dangerous actions to self or others
e Suspension. Some behaviors may result in an immediate suspension. Suspensions will be in accordance
with Tulsa Public Schools Behavior Response Plan which can be viewed at

Dress Code Policy

Tops—Any solid color short or long sleeved polo type shirt with collar.
