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There have been some questions about Wednesday’s Early Dismissal that | would like to address.
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One of the most important aspects of an international school is the professional development
time for instructional staff. This time is used to improve instructional practices and learn new
ones. Our teachers use the time to plan activities together and to reflect on their classroom

instruction. As a staff, we must have a common time to do this weekly.
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When the Board of Directors approved the 2021-2022 and 2022-2023 calendars, they approved
the early dismissal time for staff.

school year.
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Our Early Years teachers have not been able to participate in the professional learning because
they were providing free After School Care to the Early Years students. This decision was made

to partially make up for remote learning in September.
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Our Primary students have had early dismissal all year. They have gone to music ASAs provided
by Sias University music teachers. This will continue during second semester but now we will
be using local, professionally trained music teachers due to conflicts with Sias University’ s

schedule.

our teaching staff.
