MESSAGE FROM THE SUPERINTENDENT
RODEO TIME

For ninety years, the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo has been an important part of many families in
the Cleveland community. While most of us attend the rodeo to see the great entertainment and indulge
in the many culinary opportunities, there are some families in Cleveland that attend the event to show
animals and learn more about ranching and farming. We even have members of the Cleveland ISD
leadership team who volunteer their time at the rodeo on numerous committees.

What many do not know, is that the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo, which takes place partially
during Black History Month, has a committee, the Black Heritage Committee (BHC), organized to
promote the education, agriculture and ranching traditions of Texas in our African American community
through awareness and participation. The group highlights the pioneer and western heritage of Black
individuals in Houston and throughout the state while raising scholarship funds.

For ninety years, Rodeo Houston has been a great partner in education. Each year, the rodeo awards
hundreds of scholarships, hosts educational events, and engages students in activities not often associated
with the rodeo. One such activity is the annual student art competition. Students from across the state
are encouraged to think “outside the box™ and submit artwork to the show to be judged. This year,
Southside Elementary student Addyson Watsons and Cleveland Middle School student Natalie
Pendergast, both placed Best in Show! Northside student, Aaron Muniz earned a gold medal.
Throughout the duration of the rodeo, all three pieces of artwork will be on
display at the Hayloft Gallery. When you visit the rodeo this year, be sure to
stop by the gallery and “snap a selfie” next to each of these aspiring artists
amazing work.

What makes the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo such an important partner in
education are the scholarships. Each year, the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo
provides scholarships to more than 500 area students. Each scholarship is valued at
$20,000 per year. Last year, three Cleveland ISD students, Tarik Barnes,

Pavan Dalwadi, and Melanie Lara received rodeo scholarships. Scholarship awards
are based on multiple criteria and all students meeting the minimum expectations
are encouraged to apply.

The Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo is just the warm-up! The real fun starts in April when the
Cleveland Livestock Show and Dairy Day kicks off on April 25, 2022. Founded in 1942, the
organization is committed to producing an annual show that benefits the youth of Cleveland. Cleveland
ISD’s Director of Facilities, Bryan Brooks, and Board Member, Amanda Brooks, are both instrumental in
putting the event together. From showing animals to participating in the parade or entering welding or
other competitions, the Cleveland Livestock Show and Dairy Day is a defining experience for many
Cleveland ISD students.

Cleveland ISD appreciates those who make both the HLSR and Dairy Day experiences happen each year.
As always, I want to thank you for your continued support of Cleveland ISD. I look forward to seeing

you out in the community, at the rodeo, and in our schools.

O Frederick Douglass Academy was named after an African-American social reformer,
abolitionist, orator, writer, and statesman, Frederick Augustus Washington Bailey. Born in
1817, Frederick took the surname Douglass in 1838 after he escaped from slavery in Baltimore
by boarding a northbound train. He became a national leader of the abolitionist movement in
Massachusetts and New York. Like many abolitionists, Douglass believed that education would
be crucial for African Americans to improve their lives. He was an early advocate for school
desegregation. He said that, “Full inclusion within the educational system was a more pressing
need for African Americans than political issues.”

Considered one of the most influential African Americans of the nineteenth century, Douglass
was a prolific writer, speaker and the first African American nominated for Vice President of the
United States. Today, the legacy of Frederick Douglass lives on at Douglass Learning Academy
where students receive individually tailored instruction to improve their lives.

QO Jameer Martin, a Junior at Cleveland High School was named to the Coaches Poll 5A D1 All-
State Team! Jameer is a Running Back and Outside Linebacker for the Cleveland Indian
Football team.

FEBRUARY is Black History Month. Throughout the month, students, staff, and parent
volunteers have been working to showcase influential African American figures in history and
current, young African Americans who have either made or are currently making a mark on
today’s society.

Durante noventa afios, Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo ha sido una parte importante de muchas
familias en la comunidad de Cleveland. Si bien la mayoria de nosotros asistimos al rodeo para ver el gran
entretenimiento y disfrutar de las muchas oportunidades culinarias, hay algunas familias en Cleveland que
asisten al evento para mostrar animales y aprender mas sobre la ganaderia y la agricultura. Incluso tenemos
miembros del equipo de liderazgo de Cleveland ISD que ofrecen su tiempo en el rodeo en numerosos
comités.

Lo que muchos no saben es que Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo, que se lleva a cabo parcialmente
durante el Mes de la Historia Negra, tiene un comité, el Black Heritage Committee (BHC), organizado para
promover la educacion, la agricultura y las tradiciones ganaderas de Texas en nuestro comunidad
afroamericana a través de la concientizacion y la participacion.

O La Academia Frederick Douglass lleva el nombre de un reformador social, abolicionista, orador,
escritor y estadista afroamericano, Frederick Augustus Washington Bailey. Nacido en 1817,
Frederick tom¢ el apellido Douglass en 1838 después de escapar de la esclavitud en Baltimore al
abordar un tren hacia el norte. Se convirtio en un lider nacional del movimiento abolicionista en
Massachusetts y Nueva York. Como muchos abolicionistas, Douglass creia que la educacion seria
crucial para que los afroamericanos mejoraran sus vidas. Fue uno de los primeros defensores de la
desegregacion escolar. Dijo que “la inclusion total dentro del sistema educativo era una necesidad
mas apremiante para los afroamericanos que las cuestiones politicas”.

Considerado uno de los afroamericanos mas influyentes del siglo XIX, Douglass fue un prolifico
escritor, orador y el primer afroamericano nominado para vicepresidente de los Estados Unidos.
Hoy, el legado de Frederick Douglass sigue vivo en Douglass Learning Academy, donde los
estudiantes reciben instruccion personalizada para mejorar sus vidas.

QO iJameer Martin, estudiante de tercer afio de la Escuela Secundaria de Cleveland, fue incluido en

el equipo estatal de Entrenadores Poll 5A D1! Jameer es corredor y apoyador externo del equipo de
fatbol indio de Cleveland.
