Applicant must provide one character reference
letter from a non-relative, such as a minister, teacher, counselor, employer, etc.). The letter
must be submitted with the application.

5. Recipients of past scholarship awards are eligible to apply.

AWARD

1. A scholarship of one thousand five hundred dollars ($1500.00) will be awarded to an eligible
applicant as determined by the Mocksville Garden Club Scholarship Committee.

2. The scholarship award will be paid at the beginning of the quarter or semester directly to the
accepting school. It is the responsibility of the recipient to provide the Mocksville Garden Club
with the correct address of the institution and the recipient's student ID number for the award to
be mailed by July 1* or before.

3. In the event the recipient does not attend the institution, funds received must be refunded to the
Mocksville Garden Club scholarship account.

SELECTION

Scholarship applicants may be interviewed individually, in person, by the scholarship committee. The
recipient will be determined at the discretion of the committee members. All applicants will receive a
letter of acceptance or non-acceptance.
