School closure during a weather event

Our top priority is the safety of students and staff.
Decisions are generally made in the early morning
hours so that physical inspections of roadways can
be made. Occasionally, conditions may be so bad
that a decision will be made the evening before,
but this is not typical because weather conditions
can change so quickly. Issues such as temperature,
power outages, downed trees, snow/ice in the
forecast are considered during inclement weather
decisions in order to help decide if schools should
be delayed or closed.
