e Two (2) hand-signed letters of recommendation: one from a teacher or guidance counselor
and one from a community member, who is not a family member, who has made a positive
impact on your life. Contact information must be included with application.

e Headshot Photograph

e Submit one complete scholarship application per e-mail submission; multiple emails for the
same application will not be considered.

e Typed essay, using a standard size 12 font of 250-300 words, expressing your opinion on the
impact and importance of Lloyd James Austin Il being the first African American to serve as
U.S. Defense Secretary.
