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1ST GRADE

First graders completed their opinion writing
unit on their favorite Season. They enjoyed
working on their writing pieces and learned about
seasons in Science! They will soon be moving on
to exploring plants and animals! Students are now
beginning their personal narrative in which they
will be writing about small moments in their life.

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3rd graders, and their fellow 4th graders, have been busy prepping
for the upcoming state tests.

In
Science, they have been observing succulent plants and
the effect that different liquids have on their growth.
