as it applies to school operations.
We commit to make every effort
to promote healthy practices and
implement protocols to provide
for the health/safety of all stake-
holders. This plan addresses the
reasonable precautions neces-
sary to keep our students and
staff safe as we return to learning
this fall. As we navigate through
these ever changing times, we are
very appreciative of the patience
and support of our students, staff
and families. The plan consists
of three sections: Family/Stu-
dent, Staff, and Other. Each sec-
tion is organized for clarity, but
may have overlaps of informa-
tion. For example, some infor-
mation contained in the Family/
Student section may be relevant
to Staff as well. This plan was
developed with thorough and
careful planning between Mus-
tang Public Schools and local,
state, and federal health agen-
cies. We have been researching
the constantly evolving literature
from the education, medical, and

BC will look a little different.

first week of Bronco Club
and to say we are excited is an
understatement. We are so hap-
py to see the kids back at school.

In the past, district adminis-
trators have always allowed each
site-coordinator to design and
structure their daily after-school
routine. Administrators have
provided the content and curric-
ulum, but empowered site-co-
ordinators to organize their
day-to-day based on a formula
that worked best for their site.
With the spread of COVID-19,
the impact on our school struc-
ture along with Bronco Club has
greatly been effected. We recog-
nize this creates new obstacles
for Bronco Club.

way to provide a secure envi-
ronment for our children. That
being said, she has developed
a daily routine in which ALL
sites will follow. This routine
includes how students will go to
each of their rotations and the

cleaning protocols for entering
and leaving a rotation.

Another change made this
year is how the pickup process
will be handled. In prior years,
parents are required to come
into BC and sign their child
out via our iPad. This required
many hands to be on this device
throughout Bronco Club. To
reduce this amount of contact,
our new procedure for picking
up your child is as follows: par-
ents will stay outside the pickup
door, a BC staff member will be
at the door and she/he will call
for your child, they will indicate
on the iPad who picked up the
child and sign them out. As al-
ways, if the coordinator does
not know the person picking up,
that person will need to have
their photo ID ready to show. It
is best practice to always have
your photo ID ready.

By limiting access to our
building and our device, we
hope to create a more sterile en-
vironment for our kids and staff.

As always, our staff and your
child’s safety is our primary con-
cern. We hope this process will
be a short lived one and we are
able to return to the normalcy
of life. Until then, we will follow
the standards set forth in the
MPS Health/Safety Plan and
any additional requirements we
feel are needed at Bronco Club
for our children’s wellbeing. For

New update on BC Closings

As you know Oklahoma
weather can change in an
instant. One minute the sun is
shining and the next a storm is
developing. We have also expe-
rienced some unprecedented
events this last school year with
the pandemic and school being
canceled. Bronco Club policy
states, “if school is closed or af-
ter-school activities are canceled
for any reason; weather, facility
issue, holidays, etc., Bronco
Club will also be closed for the

We understand that when
closures are announced, parents
must take off work or find some-
one to pick their child up.

Please know that your child
will not be left outside or unat-
tended. They are sent to Bronco
Club to wait until their ride picks
them up if it is a normal day they
would attend. Just know your
child’s safety is still our number
one priority. m

Tuition Due
Date Changes to
Tuesday

In the past, tuition has been due on Mondays. Parents had
until that night at 11:59 p.m. to pay for their week of tuition be-
fore incurring a $15 late payment fee. Implementing Eleyo has
allowed parents to manage their account online, including en-
rollment, updating account information, and making payments.

Due to several holidays during the school year falling on
Monday and parent feedback we have opted to change the tui-
tion due date. Beginning the week of August 24th, Bronco Club
tuition will now be due on TUESDAY. If not paid by that night
at 11:59 p.m., your account will incur a $15 late payment fee.
Something to remember is the late payment fee does not appear
until the next week’s invoice.

Important: any remaining balance, whether tuition or fees,
will acquire a late fee every Wednesday - until a zero balance

remains. m

Enroll, Change Schedule,
Withdraw or Drop-In
Requirements

Bronco Club must be given seven (7) days notice to change
a schedule or withdraw from the program. Notice allows
for billing adjustments to be made and additional fees to be
avoided. Parents are responsible for tuition during the
seven (7) day notice. If notice is not given, parents will be
charged a minimum of one week’s tuition.

Withdrawals and Change Requests are managed online at
https://mustangps.ce.eleyo.com.

A $5.00 change request fee will be incurred for each atten-
dance change requested.

Enrollments into the program require the same seven (7) no-
tice to ensure spots are available and ensure appropriate staffing
is in place.

Three (3) days notice is required to process drop-in at-
tendance. Drop in care requests can be made and paid for at
https://mustangps.ce.eleyo.com. All fees are required before
attendance, or you will be called to come pick up your child. m
