
 PROVIDER RESPONSIBILITIES 

 ●  Providers must be approved by the Magnolia ISD School Board. The physical ac�vity program 
 conducted by a private or commercially sponsored center must provide both instruc�onal and 
 physical ac�vi�es. Providers will be expected to have copies of the age/grade appropriate Texas 
 Essen�al Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) for Physical Educa�on and show evidence of inclusion into 
 the instruc�on provided. Copies of the TEKS may be obtained at the following links:

 ●  The Provider Applica�on will be completed online for the 2022-2023 school year.  The 
 applica�on window will be open from April 4th- May 13th.  Providers will be no�fied by email 
 of approval.    

 ●  Providers must complete and submit Grade/A�endance report forms to the student’s counselor 
 each grading period by the last day of the grading period.  Reports  may not be delivered to the 
 counselor/registrar by students or parents. 

 ●  If a Grade/A�endance Report Form is not received by the counselor by the designated deadline, 
 a student may lose the opportunity to par�cipate in OCPE and the provider may be dropped 
 from the OCPE program. 

 ●  If a Grade/A�endance Report Form is not received by the counselor by the designated deadline, 
 the student will receive an incomplete for that grading period.  Students will not be eligible to 
 par�cipate in any school sponsored extracurricular ac�vity for a minimum of three weeks or to 
 receive a semester of credit for Physical Educa�on. 

 ●  Providers must immediately no�fy the school counselor and/or his designee if the student drops 
 out of the program. 

 ●  Providers must immediately no�fy the school counselor and/or his designee if the organiza�on 
 moves or discon�nues the OCPE ac�vi�es. 

 ●  The Magnolia ISD reserves the right to visit the provider and evaluate the age appropriateness 
 and level of instruc�on in the physical educa�on TEKS. 

 ●  Providers must ensure a clean and safe environment in which students are “well-supervised.” 
 The coach must be present at all �mes during the scheduled ac�vity to provide guidance and 
 instruc�on, and to ensure safety. 

 ●  Providers must provide an alterna�ve place and plan for students when there is inclement 
 weather. 

 ●  Compe��on/game par�cipa�on/animal care and grooming  does not count  toward Category I or 
 Category II �me requirements. 

 ●  A grade repor�ng form, with due dates will be sent electronically to approved providers prior to 
 the start of school. 

 ●  The provider must no�fy the school designee if the student does not meet the 90% a�endance 
 requirement.  One hour of par�cipa�on is equivalent to one day of a�endance or absence. 

 ●  The Magnolia ISD reserves the right to remove a provider’s approval if there is evidence that 
 OCPE program criteria and/or requirements are not being met or upheld.
