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The GKIDS Readiness Check will: 
 Measure a child's knowledge and skills in three areas: 
  FoundaƟons of School Success, English Language Arts, and MathemaƟcs
  Help teachers plan instrucƟon 
 Help families understand their child’s strengths and areas for growth 
The GKIDS Readiness Check will NOT:
  Keep your child from entering kindergarten  
  IdenƟfy your child as ready or not ready for kindergarten 
  Determine if your child “passes” kindergarten 

Across the naƟon, many states are measuring students’ kindergarten readiness. 
In Georgia, the GKIDS Readiness Check has been developed as an approach to 
thoughƞully measure the entry-level readiness skills of kindergarteners.
