> Levy Equalization
Funding Continues

» District Refinances
Construction Bonds

We are pleased to report good
financial news on two fronts for
property owners of the Mead District.

After debating down to the wire,
the State Legislature voted to continue
fully funding levy equalization. As you
may recall from the February M&O
Levy Renewal campaign, that funding
was in question. As promised
estimated school taxes in 2013 will be
$4.45 - down from the voter-
approved $5.17, resulting in savings
of $0.72 per thousand dollars of
assessed value.

An unexpected bonus is the
favorable refinancing of $9,360,000
in district construction bonds. Interest
savings from this refinance will be
passed through to Mead taxpayers.
We estimate overall finance charge
savings of $762,000.
