Navigating friendship and life can be hard, you can get
confused between relationships. This is why we have
"levels of relationships," a way we can organize each of
our relationships with other people. 
For example, maybe there's someone you know, who
you can greet while passing by, or make small talk to.
That would be a level 1 friendship, an acquaintance. 
But maybe there's someone who you consider a friend,
someone who is in a level 2 relationship with you; that
would be someone you trust, and someone that you are
close with. 
These sort of relationships can then progress into
something more, acquaintances to friends, friends to
best friends, and so on!

When it comes to who controls your life, there are two. basic,
opposing mindsets; two different 
Locuses of Control. The first one 
is an external Locus of Control 
(LOC). This means you feel like
destiny or fate or some other, 
external force is deciding your 
life for you.The second is an 
internal LOC, where you feel like
you control what comes out of 
your life. Let's say two people are 
playing a sport and their team 
loses. A person with an external LOC will be able to brush it off as,
"The sun was in my eyes," or "I wasn't feeling well today."
However, a person with an internal LOC will feel more
responsible, which can be a good or bad thing. For example: "I'm
not good at sports," or "I forgot to practice; it was my fault."
