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Poquoson City Public Schools (PCPS) 
Fiscal Year (FY) 11 Budget Summary 

Development of the FYll PCPS Operating Budget was challenging as a result of significant 
reductions in state and federal revenue. The School Board set out to protect instructional 
programs as much as possible, ensure as few staff members as possible were unemployed as a 
result of budget cuts and avoid across the board salary cuts. As a result of the necessary budget 
cuts, services for students in the areas of instruction and elsewhere have been impacted An 
example of such an impact will be increases in class size in some areas and a reduction in the 
availability of certain courses during a school day at the secondary level. Layoffs were kept to as 
few as possible and across the board salary cuts were avoided. 

The budget for FY 2011 reflects a decrease of $1,364,412 (-11.38%) in state funding in this first 
year of the state biennium budget cycle. The PCPS Local Composite Index (LCI), which drives 
state funding for public schools, increased from .3192 to .3524. However, the General 
Assembly's approved budget provides full funding for the change in LCI in FY 2011 or 
$494,000. The revenue projections presented in this budget are based on an estimated Average 
Daily Membership (ADM) of 2294 students, which represents a decline of 65 students from the 
FY 201 0 budget. This decline in emollment had additional budget implications which were 
addressed through budget cuts. 

Based on the information available at the time of budget development, Poquoson City Public 
Schools is budgeting for a loss of $107,000 or -9.81% of federal funding. This decrease is 
attributed to the loss of funding from the Foreign Language Assistance Program or FLAP grant. 
Additional revenue adjustments in this area could occur at a later date due to the federal budget 
calendar. 

The PCPS FYll budget is based on $8,516,601 of local funding being provided by the City of 
Poquoson. This amount represents an additional $182,511 of funding over FYI 0. In the category 
of Other Revenue PCPS will experience a decrease by $50,468 or -25.43%. 

The Virginia Retirement System was adjusted by the General Assembly as a way to offset the 
state revenue shortfall. The VRS rate for nonprofessional staff will remain steady at 16.84%. The 
VRS rate for professional staff will decrease from 13.81% to 8.93%. The Retiree Health Care 
Credit will decrease from 1.04% to .60% for professional staff but hold steady at 1.26% for non­
professional staff. Group Life Insurance will decrease for all staff from. 79% to .28%. 

The budget includes cost increases in several areas such as an increase of 5% in health insurance 
premiums that will be~aid PCPS. The PCPS FYll Operating Budget projects total receipts 
and expenditures of$20 0,782, which is a -5~/o reduction from FY 2010. 
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As a result of the reductions listed above, operational cost increases and savings due to the 
temporary change in VRS rates, this budget includes budget cuts of approximately $1 million. 
11 FIE's, to include 3 teaching positions as well as 8 administrative and supports staff positions, 
were eliminated, which resulted in some layoffs. Categorical cuts to areas such as materials and 
supplies, professional development, student testing, employee stipends, etc., were also made in 
the budget. The area of transportation was reduced which will impact services to PCPS students. 
For the second year in a row, no PCPS employee will receive a cost-of-living increase. 



It is important to note that the General Assembly' s approved budget for FY 2012, the second 
year of the biennium budget, includes additional revenue reductions of $465,000. Including 
increases in the VRS rate and other estimated cost increases, the FY 2012 budget is expected to 
be cut by as much as an additional $700,000. 

Over the past two years of budget development PCPS has cut over $2.2 million from the budget 
with additional cuts projected for FY12. Each year the challenge of providing quality services to 
the students of the City of Poquoson increases as the school division strives to enhance or even 
sustain the tradition of excellence that is Poquoson City Public Schools. 
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The Local Composite Index (LCI) is a significant factor in 
determining the amount of State revenue that Poquoson City Public 
Schools (PCPS) receives. The LCI is intended to be a measure of the 
locality's ability to fund education. With every biennium, the State re­
computes the local composite index. In effect, an increase in the 
composite index results in a shift in funding from State to locality. 
The composite index determines the minimum amount that a locality 
must provide for public education by law; however, virtually all 
divisions in the state provide funding for their schools in excess of the 
required minimums. Poquoson provides more funding than required 
by law. Although the LCI for PCPS increased in FY 2011, Governor 
Kaine proposed deferring the change until FY20 12. This action saves 
PCPS approximately $494,000.
