Student Wellness Policy

Schools play a critical role in improving the di-
etary and physical activity behaviors of children
and adolescents. The Edmonds School District is
supportive of healthy eating and physical ac-
tivity. Students within our district are provided
with learning opportunities that support healthy
eating and regular physical activity. Our Student
Wellness Policy outlines specific steps for creating
a healthier school environment such as specif-

ic nutrition standards for food sold at school,
guidelines for classroom celebrations and how
we encourage physical activity. Please review the
policy on the district website.

Attendance

Philosophy

It is the policy of the Edmonds School District that
on-time daily attendance is essential to the aca-
demic achievement of each and every student. Stu-
dents with poor attendance miss critical instruc-
tion in key concepts, quickly fall behind in school,
and are less likely to achieve academic success.

Attendance policies apply to all students enrolled
in the Edmonds School District, from district
sponsored preschool programs through high
school. Students with poor attendance in kinder-
garten and first grade are much less likely to meet
critical math and reading benchmarks by the third
grade. Third grade benchmarks are closely linked
with future academic success and high school
graduation rates.

Acceptable Excused Absences
The following are valid excuses for an absence:

1. Participation in a district or school approved
activity or instructional program;

2. lliness, health condition, medical appoint-
ment;

3. Family emergency, including, but not limited
to, a death orillness in the family;

4. Religious or cultural purpose, including ob-
servance of a religious or cultural holiday or
participation in religious or cultural instruc-
tion;

5. Court, judicial proceeding or serving on a
jury;

6. Post-secondary, technical school or appren-

ticeship program visitation, or scholarship
interview;

7. State-recognized search and rescue activities
consistent with RCW 28A.225.055;

8. Absence directly related to the student’s
homeless status;

9. Absence resulting from disciplinary/correc-
tive action (e.g., short-term or long-term
suspension, emergency expulsion); and

10. Principal and parent, guardian, or emanci-
pated youth mutually agreed upon activity.

Approval of Absences

School district policy allows for notification of
absence/tardy within two days of the student
returning to school. This can be done by phone
call, note, email, or in person in the office. If the
office does not receive notification within the two
day window, the absence will be considered an
unexcused absence.

Chronic Absenteeism and Truancy

Every absence, excused or unexcused, is a learning
opportunity lost and can have a significant impact
on a student's success in school and life. A student
who misses 10% or more of their school days,
which can mean just two days a month, for any
reason, is considered chronically absent. A student
is considered truant if they miss 5 or more unex-
cused days in a month or 10 or more unexcused
days in a year. Five or more unexcused days may
lead to a conference with the school.

Student Health Services

School health services staff can help all students
with preventive care such as vision screening,
case management planning for health concerns,
as well as acute and emergency care. At Edmonds
School District qualified professional school
nurses provide this care. For students with chron-
ic health conditions, school nurses and other
health care providers play a large role in the daily
management of their conditions. School health
services staff are responsible for coordinating
care by communicating with the student’s family,
school staff and health care providers so that
they can stay healthy and ready to learn.

A medical home is key to wellness. Wellness
care with a consistent health care provider gives
students a better chance of staying healthy. A
medical home provides:

* Regular screening exams.
* Information of developmental milestones —

movement skills, speech and language
skills, social skills, emotional and self-care
skills.

* Immunizations
* Health and safety tips

When your child is sick?

We care about protecting students and their
families from iliness; please keep an ill student
home so we do not place other students at risk
of iliness. If your student becomes ill at school
you will need to pick them up from school. Some
symptoms to keep a child at home: pink eye,
body temperature over 100° F, persistent nasal
drainage and/or chronic cough, sore throat with
swollen glands, diarrhea, vomiting, body rash with
fever and itching, scabies and chicken pox.

In addition, if your student has a contagious
illness, please notify the school, since exposure
can affect students with fragile immune sys-
tems or certain medical conditions. All health
information will be treated with confidentiality.

Emergency Medications and Students with
Life Threatening Conditions

For the health and safety of students with Life
Threatening Conditions (LTC), our school dis-
trict considers compliance with Washington
State's Life Threatening Conditions Law (RCW
28A.210.320) to be of the highest priority. Ex-
amples of possible Life Threatening Conditions
include: Severe Allergies (anaphylaxis) to food,
insect stings or contact with certain substances,
Diabetes, Seizures, certain cardiac conditions, and
many more. If you are unsure if your student has
a Life Threatening Condition, consult with your
student’s school nurse.

A student with a LTC must have the following on
site before they can start school:

1. A health plan addressing the Life Threat-
ening Condition (this plan is written by
the school nurse in collaboration with the
student’s parent/guardian and health care
provider);

2. Medication and/or equipment orders-if
needed;

3. Actual medication and/or equipment-
if needed.

Compliance with these three items will need to be
in place prior to your student to start school.

Asthma Inhalers

Similar to emergency medications, a note from a
parent or guardian to use an inhaler at school is
not sufficient. The following elements need to be
in place at the school for a student to self-admin-
ister asthma inhalers or emergency medications:

1. A medication authorization from the stu-
dent's healthcare provider;

2. The parent/guardian needs to complete and
submit the documentation required by the
school;

3. The student has to demonstrate to the health-
care provider and a registered nurse at the
school the ability to use the inhaler safely
and/or emergency medications as prescribed.

Student Self-Administration/Self-Carry of
Medication

Student self-carry/self-administration: Our district
provides this practice based on the following:

1. Student individual circumstances, type of
medication, developmental level, grade, and
general safety concerns; all elements are
taken into consideration for the appropri-
ateness of this activity;



2. In general, this provision is more appropri-
ate at the secondary level than the elemen-
tary level; please consult with your student’s
school nurse;

3. Controlled substances are not allowed un-
der this provision.

Field trips

Medication administered in schools under Wash-
ington State Law can be administered by school
staff following training by a school nurse.

For students traveling out of state or out of coun-
try, other arrangements will need to be made as
the school nurse is only able to delegate within
Washington State.

Due to the out of state/out of country restrictions,
if it is anticipated that your student may be par-
ticipating in a field trip of that description, please
consult with your school nurse early in the school
year to discuss accommodations.

How do | know if school is closed or operating on
an abnormal schedule?

Emergency Preparedness

Parent-Student Reunification
In the event of a school lockdown or evacuation

for an actual emergency, the District will provide
notification of a family reunification site. Please
wait for that notification and do not respond to
the school unless instructed to do so. Students
will only be released to parents authorized in Sky-
ward Family Access to pick up their child. Please
ensure that you have ID during an emergency and
have updated your Skyward Family Access infor-
mation with proper contact information for you
and any friend(s) or family member(s) that may
be responsible for picking up your student.

Lockdown Procedure for Violent Intruders
The District has adopted new federal guidelines
for violent intruder/active shooter response. Our
schools now drill to the run, hide, fight standards
through the A.L.I.C.E. protocol.

A.L.I.C.E. stands for: Alert, Lockdown, Inform,
Counter, Evacuate. The basis of this response
plan is to provide staff and students more op-
tions. The five steps of A.L.I.C.E. are not linear.
They can be used by staff and students in any
order, as a situation develops. The number one
goal of A.L.I.C.E. is to keep students and staff safe
and away from harm.

Past tragedies have demonstrated that simply
having students lockdown and attempt to hide is
not always the most appropriate response.

However policies and equipment can only do

so much; to achieve truly safe schools takes the
entire campus community. Bullying, harassment,
intimidation, threats, bringing weapons and drugs
to school all have significant impacts on student
success and the ability to maintain a safe school
environment. One of the essential keys to main-
taining a safe environment is “See something, say
something”. If you see or hear something inap-
propriate or dangerous, something that makes
you feel unsafe, report the incident to an adult
teacher, counselor, administrator or report it
using our anonymous Alert Tip line at 425-551-
7393. The actions you take will not only keep our
schools safer, they may save the lives of the people
you care about.

Pesticide Application Practices

Our District has established Integrated Pest
Management (IPM) to help provide a safe and
healthy learning, working and playing environ-
ment for students, staff, families and users of

our properties. We use an IPM approach to
control unwanted vegetation, plant disease and
pest populations. We use pest and vegetation
management methods that minimize the risks to
human health, wildlife and the environment while
remaining economically feasible for the School

District. These methods include pro-active build-
ing and landscape design, sanitation, exclusion,
education, use of cultural, mechanical, biological
controls and the use of pesticides. The following
is a list of most often used pesticides. Pesticide is
a broad-based term and it includes the herbicides
and insecticides listed. The herbicides are used

to control weeds and the insecticides are used
almost exclusively to control ants.

The Notification Process

Forty-eight hours advance notification of a
scheduled pesticide application at any site will
be made in writing and posted in a prominent
location on the property. The notice will be on an
8% x 11 inch placard and will provide:

* Name of the pesticide being used
* Intended date and time of application

* Location to which the pesticide is to be
applied

* Pest being controlled

* Name and phone number of the District
contact person

Interested parents, guardians or staff may make
a written request to be provided a 48-hour
advance notification prior to a pesticide applica-
tion. Information on the process is available at
your student’s school. Parents, guardians or staff
who have made a written request for notification
will be contacted by email, phone, postal mail, or
receive it through “kid mail.”

Notices of Application
Notice of pesticide applications will also be
posted at the school at time of treatment. For

landscape application, a 4-by-5 inch placard
will be posted at the application location and
at major access points to the site. For interior,
structural and exterior pest applications, notice
will be placed at site of treatment and at access
points to the area/rooms(s) on an 8%-by-11
inch placard. Notices will state: type of pesti-
cide used, date and time of application, loca-
tion where the pesticide will be applied, pest to
be controlled, and name and phone number of
the District contact person. Notices will remain
in place for at least 24 hours from the time the
application is completed.

In the event the pesticide label requires a
restricted entry interval greater than 24 hours,
the notification placard will remain in place
consistent with the restricted entry interval
time, as required by the pesticide label. The
School District is not liable for the removal of
notices by unauthorized persons. The District
will not be held liable for personal property
damage or bodily injury resulting from the un-
authorized removal of notices.

Emergency Application Situations
Pre-notification is not required when an emer-
gency school facility application is made to
control wasp/hornets, a pest that can cause
injury, or a pest presenting an immediate health
risk. However, notification consistent with a
normal application will occur as soon as possible
after an emergency application is conducted.
Pre-notification is also not required if the appli-
cation is made when the school is not occupied
by students for at least 48 hours after applica-
tion. Applications of antimicrobial pesticides or
the placement of insect or rodent baits do not
require notification or placards. Pesticides may
be applied by District staff or commercial ap-
plicators. If required, pesticides may be applied
anywhere on District property.

Asbestos Management Plan

The District has developed an Asbestos Man-
agement Plan for each school, as required by
the Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act
of 1986. The act requires schools to be inspect-
ed to identify any asbestos-containing building
materials; any such suspected materials must
be located, samples taken (or assumed) and
rated, according to condition and potential
hazard.

Every three years the District conducts a re-in-
spection to determine whether the condition
of the known or assumed asbestos-containing
materials (ACMB) has changed, and to make
recommendations on managing or removing
the materials. A walk-through inspection is also
made every six months.

The following buildings contain no known as-
bestos-containing materials, therefore no op-
erations and maintenance programs or future
inspections are required: Edmonds-Woodway,
Lynnwood, Meadowdale and Mountlake Terrace
high schools; Cedar Valley, Chase Lake, Maple-
wood, Martha Lake, Meadowdale, Seaview and
Terrace Park elementary schools. It is the inten-
tion of the District to comply with all federal and
state regulations controlling asbestos and to
take whatever steps are necessary to ensure stu-
dents and staff a healthy and safe environment
in which to learn and work.

Interested persons are welcome to review

a copy of the Asbestos Management Plan,
located in each school and at the District's
Maintenance Office; 20601 52nd Ave W, Lyn-
nwood. All inquiries regarding the plan and/or
asbestos-related issues should be directed to

Water Quality Testing

The Edmonds School District tests water quality
every year in every district building from approx-
imately 300 drinking fountains for Cadmium,
Copper, Iron, Lead and Zinc. Water testing is
done in September or August as per Department
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of Health protocol standards. In the 10 years
of this practice, there have been no concerns
identified.

Community Use of District Facilities

District-owned buildings and facilities are public
property, to be used in the best interest of the
entire community.

Edmonds School District uses of district-owned
buildings and facilities have priority over any oth-
er uses, but community groups are encouraged
to also make use of District facilities.

Complaints Related to

A citizen complaint is a written statement that
alleges a violation of a federal rule, law or
regulation or state regulation that applies to a
federal program.

Annual Noti ication
of Rights Under FERPA

Parents/guardians (“Parents”) and eligible stu-
dents have a right to inspect and review “educa-
tion records” and other rights under the Family
Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).

“Education records” means any record (in
handwriting, print, tapes, film, computer or
other medium) maintained by the Edmonds
School District or an agent of the District, which
con-tains personally identifiable information
directly related to a student, except personal
working notes kept by a staff member.

Parents of dependent children have the right to
inspect education records regarding their children
except for certain health care records. An eligible

student (age 18 and older) may inspect his/her
education records. If a record contains information
on more than one student, access will be provided
only to that portion of the record or document
which relates to that student. The review will occur
promptly after a request is received unless a writ-
ten explanation for the failure to do so is supplied
by the records official. In no case will access occur
more than 45 days after the request is made.

Inspection and review will be conducted during
normal working hours, unless the records offi-
cial consents to other arrangements. Records
officials will provide reasonable assistance in the
interpretation and analysis of student records
as requested. Although records must remain
within District control, they may be copied or
reproduced for the parent or eligible student at
their own expense. Upon graduation from high
school, a student may request to receive a final
transcript in addition to his/her diploma.

At the time of inspection and review, the parent
or eligible student granted access to records
may challenge the appropriateness and accu-
racy of any record directly related to the stu-
dent and may request correction or deletion.
Records officials may honor such requests by
correcting or deleting records which are inac-
curate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of
privacy, provided that the Superintendent or
designee concurs.

Parents have the right to consent to disclosures of
personally identifiable information contained in the
student's education records, except to the extent
that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.

One exception, which permits disclosure without
consent, is disclosure to school officials with legit-
imate educational interests. A school official is a
person employed by the School as an administrator,
supervisor, instructor, or support staff member (in-
cluding health or medical staff and law enforcement
unit personnel); a person serving on the School
Board; a person or company with whom the School
has contracted to perform a special task (such as an
attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist);
or a parent or student serving on an official commit-

tee, such as a disciplinary or grievance committee,
or assisting another school official in performing his
or her tasks.

A school official has a legitimate educational interest
if the official needs to review an education record in
order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility.

Upon request, the School discloses education
records without consent to officials of anoth-
er school district in which a student seeks or

intends to enroll.

Parents have the right to file a complaint with
the U.S. Department of Education concerning
alleged failures by the School District to comply
with the requirements of FERPA. The name and
address of the Office that administers FERPA are:

Directory Information:
Opting Out of Its Release

The Edmonds School District uses the following
definition of “directory information”:

Directory Information is defined as the student's
name, photograph, school, grade, dates of atten-
dance, participation in officially recognized activ-
ities and sports, weight and height of members
of athletic teams, diplomas and awards received
and the most recent previous school attended.

The Edmonds School District will routinely
release directory information for the purpose

of providing education, scholarship, vocational/
occupational and/or military information, or

to the news media and law enforcement. This
information shall not be released for commercial
purposes.

You have the right to withhold directory infor-
mation. The “Do Not Release Directory Infor-
mation” form may be completed by a parent,
guardian or a student over 18 years of age
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(eligible student) and returned to a school of-
fice. The form is available online at http://www.
edmonds.wednet.edu/about_us/frequently
requested_forms.

Student Internet Use and
Electronic Communication

The Edmonds School District provides all stu-
dents with access to networked services as well
as to the Internet and some forms of electronic
communication. Having access allows stu-
dents to use online curriculum and resources
purchased by the District to support student
learning, to access District systems such as
their school library catalog, as well as access

to free educational Internet sites. All students
participate in Internet Safety lessons yearly. If
you do not want your student to have access to
the Internet and the District supported online
resources while at school, please discuss your
concerns with your principal.

Student Alcohol and
Drug Use Policy

The Edmonds School District recognizes that the
use/abuse and possession of alcohol, controlled,
illegal, addictive, or harmful substance(s), in-
cluding anabolic steroids, is a societal problem
and may represent an impairment to the normal
development, well-being, and academic perfor-
mance of students. To ensure the safety, health,
and well-being of all students, the District is com-
mitted to the development of a program which
emphasizes prevention, intervention, aftercare
support, and necessary corrective actions.

The District also recognizes the effects to the
school, home, and community resulting from
drug, alcohol and substance use/abuse. While the
primary obligation to seek assistance rests with
the student and his/her parent(s)/guardian(s),
school staff shall work with families and com-
munity resources to develop and implement a
comprehensive alcohol and drug prevention and
intervention program.

Part of our responsibility is to inform you each
year of the District's policy on student use of

The Wave of Colors, Thalia Sibaja,
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drugs/substances/alcohol. This policy is as fol-
lows:

Any student who is under the influence of or pos-
sesses, sells, offers for sale, or distributes alcohol
or controlled substances or drug paraphernalia
will be considered under the disciplinary catego-
ry of exceptional misconduct, which warrants an
immediate resort to a short-term or long-term
suspension from school or expulsion from school.

Harassment, Intimidation,
and Bullying (HIB) Policy

The Edmonds School District is committed to
establishing a safe and civil educational envi-
ronment for all students. That environment is
to be free from harassment, intimidation, or
bullying. “Harassment, intimidation, or bully-
ing” means any intentionally written message
or image — including those that are electron-
ically transmitted — verbal, or physical act.
This includes, but is not limited to acts shown
to be motivated by race, color, religion, ances-
try, national origin, gender, sexual orientation,
including gender expression or identity, mental
or physical disability or other distinguishing
characteristics, when an act:

* Physically harms a student or damages the
student's property;

+ Has the effect of substantially interfering
with a student’s education;

* Is so severe, persistent or pervasive that it
creates an intimidating or threatening edu-

cational environment, and or;

* Has the effect of substantially disrupting the
orderly operation of the school.

Process to Address Your Concerns

Despite our best efforts, there will be a time when
something in the Edmonds School District doesn't
work for you — a time when you question why
something was done, or not done. When you find
yourself in this situation, we ask that you work
together with us by following the steps below as
established by our School Board.

Step 1: Discuss the issue with the teacher or a
guidance counselor at school, or the appropriate
person in a department or program.

Step 2: Discuss the issue with the Principal. If it is
a school wide concern, this becomes Step 1.

Step 3: Contact the Assistant Superintendent’s
Office.

Step 4: Contact the Superintendent’s Office.

If you are unable to resolve the concern during
any of the above steps, please request the person
at that level to assist you in moving the process

to the next step. Board Members may ask the
Superintendent to discuss citizen concerns with
the appropriate staff person. (Summary of District
Policy 9012, Citizen Communication Regarding
Staff and 9012-R1 Procedures for Citizen Commu-
nication Regarding Staff).

Complaint Procedure

If you believe your child is being discriminated
against, you should report your concerns to your
child's teacher or principal immediately. This will
allow the school to respond to the situation as soon
as possible. If you cannot resolve your concern, you
may wish to file a complaint with the school district.
Anyone can file a complaint with the school district.
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You can file a formal complaint by writing a let-
ter to the Superintendent that describes what
happened and why you think it is discrimina-
tion. It is helpful to include what you want the
district to do. Your letter must be signed. The
employee designated by the district to receive
complaints will investigate your allegations
and provide the Superintendent with a written
report of the complaint, and the results of the
investigation. You and the district may also
agree to resolve your complaint in lieu of an
investigation.

The Superintendent will send you a written
letter within 30 calendar days which will either
deny your allegations or describe the reason-
able actions the district will take. The letter will
include how to file an appeal with your School
Board if you do not agree with the Superin-
tendent’s decision. Corrective measures must
occur no later than 30 calendar days of the
Superintendent’s letter. If you don't agree with
the Superintendent’s decision or no one re-
sponds to your letter, you can file an appeal by
writing a letter to your School Board. The letter
must include the part of the Superintendent’s

written decision that you would like to appeal
and what you want the district to do. Your
letter must be filed with the Secretary of your
School Board by the 10th calendar day after
you received the Superintendent’s response
letter.

The School Board will schedule a hearing within
20 calendar days after they receive your appeal
letter. You may also all agree on a different
date. At the hearing you will explain why you
disagree with the Superintendent’s decision.
You may bring witnesses or other informa-
tion that is related to your appeal. The Board
will send you a copy of their decision within

10 calendar days after the hearing. The deci-
sion will include how to appeal to the Office of
Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) if
you disagree. If you don't agree with the School
Board'’s decision, you can file an appeal by
writing a letter to the Superintendent of Public
Instruction. The letter must include the part

of the School Board's decision that you would
like to appeal and what you want the district

to do. Your signed letter must be received by
OSPI by the 20th calendar day of receiving the
School Board's decision. It can be hand-deliv-

ered or mailed to: OSPI Administrative Resource

Services, P.O. Box 47200, Olympia, WA 98504-
7200, Phone (360) 725-6133. OSPI will schedule
a hearing with an Administrative Law Judge
through the Office of Administrative Hearings
(OAH). At the hearing, you will explain why you
disagree with the School Board'’s decision. You
may bring witnesses or other information that
is related to your appeal. After the hearing, you
will receive a copy of the judge’s decision.

Control de asistencia
Filosofia

La politica del Distrito Escolar de Edmonds es que la
asistencia diaria puntual es esencial para el rendimien-

to académico de todos y cada uno de los estudiantes.
Los estudiantes con mala asistencia pierden instruc-
cion critica de conceptos clave, se atrasan rapida-
mente en clases y tienen menos probabilidades de
lograr el éxito académico.

Las politicas de asistencia se aplican a todos los estudi-
antes inscritos en el Distrito Escolar de Edmonds, in-
cluyendo los programas preescolares patrocinados por
el distrito hasta la escuela preparatoria. Los estudiantes
con baja asistencia en el kinder y primer grado de pri-
maria tienen muchas menos probabilidades de cumplir
con parametros criticos de matematicas y lectura en el
tercer grado. Los parametros de tercer grado estan es-
trechamente vinculados con el éxito académico futuro
y el indice de graduacion de la escuela secundaria.

Faltas justificadas aceptables
Estas son excusas validas para faltar a clases

1. Participaciéon en una actividad o programa edu-
cativo aprobado por el distrito o la escuela;

2. Enfermedad, problema de salud, cita médica;

3. Emergencia familiar que incluye, pero no se
limita a, una muerte o enfermedad en la familia;

4. Proposito religioso o cultural, incluida la cele-
bracién de una fiesta religiosa o cultural o la par-
ticipacién en la instruccién religiosa o cultural;

5. Tribunal, proceso juridico o servir en un jurado;

6. Visita post-secundaria, a una escuela técnica o
programa de aprendizaje, 0 una entrevista para
obtener una beca;

7. Actividades de busqueda y rescate reconocid-
as por el estado consistentes con la Ley RCW
28A.225.055;

8. Ausencia relacionada directamente a que el
estudiante no tiene un hogar;

9. Ausencia por medidas disciplinarias/correctivas
(p.€j., suspension a corto o largo plazo, expul-
sion de emergencia); y

10. Por una actividad mutuamente acordada por el
director(a), madre, padre, tutor o joven emanci-
pado.
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Aprobacién de faltas

La politica del distrito escolar permite que se noti-
fique la falta/llegada tarde hasta dos dias después de
que el estudiante regrese a clases. Lo puede hacer a
través de una llamada telefénica, una nota, un correo
electrénico o en persona en la oficina. Sino envia la
justificacion a la oficina dentro del periodo de dos dias,
la ausencia se considerara una falta injustificada.

Ausentismo crénico y absentismo escolar
(faltas injustificadas)

Cada ausencia, justificada o injustificada, es una opor-
tunidad de aprendizaje perdida y puede tener un im-
pacto significativo en el éxito del estudiante tanto en la
escuela como en la vida. Un estudiante que pierde el
10% o mas de sus clases, que podrian ser sélo dos dias
al mes, por cualquier motivo, se considera ausencia
crénica. Se considera a un estudiante un desertor es-
colar cuando si faltan 5 o0 mas dias sin justificacion en
un mes o faltan 10 o mas dias sin justificacion en un
afio. Cinco o mas dias injustificados pueden conducir a
una conferencia con la escuela.

El distrito tiene una linea telefénica en espafiol que
puede ayudar a comunicarse directamente con las
escuelas. Si necesita justificar la falta/ausencia de su
estudiante llame al 1-844-373-1952(Linea para intér-
pretes) y pida que le conecten a la oficina de asistencia
de la escuela a la que asiste su hija(o).

Servicios de salud estudiantil

El personal de servicios de salud escolar puede
ayudar a todos los estudiantes con cuidado preven-
tivo, como examenes de la vista, planificacién del
manejo de casos para problemas de salud, asi como
cuidados intensivos y urgencias. En el Distrito Escolar
de Edmonds, enfermeras profesionales calificadas
brindan esta atencion. Para los estudiantes con
enfermedades cronicas, las enfermeras escolares 'y
otros proveedores de atencién médica desempefian
un papel importante en la gestion diaria de sus condi-
ciones. El personal de servicios de salud escolar es
responsable de coordinar la atencion comunicandose
con la familia del estudiante, el personal de la escuela
y los proveedores de atencién médica para que los

estudiantes puedan mantenerse sanos y listos para
aprender.

El asistir al mismo centro de cuidados médicos es
clave para el bienestar. La atencién de bienestar
con un proveedor de atencion médica constante les
brinda a los estudiantes una mejor oportunidad de
mantenerse sanos.

Cuando su estudiante se enferma

Nos preocupa proteger a los estudiantes y a sus
familias de enfermedades, por eso por favor man-
tenga a un estudiante enfermo(a) en casa para que
no coloque a otros estudiantes en riesgo de enfer-
medad. Si su estudiante se enferma en la escuela,
tendra que recogerle de la escuela. Mantenga en casa
a su estudiante si muestra algunos de los siguientes
sintomas: conjuntivitis, temperatura corporal de mas
de 100° F, secrecién nasal persistente y/o tos crénica,
dolor de garganta con glandulas inflamadas, diarrea,
vémitos, erupcion cutanea con fiebre y picazén, sarna
y varicela.

Medicamentos de emergencia y estudiantes con

(LTC por sus siglas en inglés), nuestro distrito escolar
considera de la mas alta prioridad cumplir con la
Ley de Problemas de Salud que Ponen en Riesgo su
Vida del Estado de Washington (RCW 28A.210.320).
Ejemplos de posibles problemas de salud que ponen
en riesgo la vida incluyen: Alergias graves (anafilaxia)
a alimentos, picaduras de insectos o contacto con
ciertas sustancias, diabetes, convulsiones, ciertos
problemas cardiacos y muchos mas. Si no esta se-

Un estudiante con LTC debe tener lo siguiente listo
antes de que pueda asistir a clases:

1. Un plan de salud que aborda la Condicion que
pone en riesgo su vida (este plan es escrito por
la enfermera escolar en colaboracién con el pa-
dre/madre/tutor del estudiante y el proveedor
de cuidado médico);

2. Ordenes de medicamentos y/o equipos, si son
necesarios;

3. Medicamento y/o equipo real, si es necesario.

Debe haberse cumplido con estos tres elementos
antes de que su estudiante entre a clases.

Inhaladores de Asma

Similar a los medicamentos de emergencia, no es
suficiente una nota de un padre, madre o tutor

para usar un inhalador en la escuela. Los siguientes
elementos deben estar en orden en la escuela para
que un estudiante se auto administre inhaladores de
asma o medicamentos de emergencia:

1. Una autorizacion de medicamentos del provee-
dor de atencion médica del estudiante;

El proceso de notificacion

Los padres, tutores o personal interesado pueden
hacer una solicitud por escrito para recibir una no-
tificacion previa de 48 horas antes de la aplicacién
de un pesticida. La informacién sobre el proceso
esta disponible en la escuela de su estudiante. Los
padres, tutores o el personal que han hecho una
solicitud por escrito para la notificacion seran con-
tactados por correo electrénico, teléfono, correo
postal, o lo recibirdn a través del "correo de los
nifos”.

Los avisos de aplicacién

Notificacién de la aplicacién de pesticidas también

se publicara en la escuela en el momento del trat-
amiento. Para la aplicacién en jardines, se colocara
un letrero de 4 por 5 pulgadas en la ubicacion de la
aplicaciény en los principales puntos de acceso al
sitio. Para las aplicaciones de pesticidas en interiores,
estructuras y en exteriores, la notificacién se colocara
en el lugar del tratamiento y en los puntos de acceso
al drea/cuartos en un cartel de 8% por 11 pulgadas.

Situaciones de aplicacién de emergencia

No se requiere notificacién previa cuando se hace
una aplicacion en una escuela por emergencia para
controlar avispas/avispones, una plaga que puede
causar lesién, o una plaga que presenta un riesgo in-
mediato para la salud. Sin embargo, una notificacion
consistente con una aplicacién normal ocurrira tan
pronto como sea posible después de que se lleve a
cabo una aplicacién de emergencia.

Plan de manejo del asbesto

El Distrito ha desarrollado un Plan de Manejo de
Asbesto para cada escuela, como lo requiere la Ley
de Respuesta a Emergencias de Peligro de Asbes-
to de 1986.

También se realiza una inspeccion general cada seis
meses.
