The 2005 Saga, volume 51, was produced as an 
extra curricular activity by the yearbook staff 
at Timothy Christian High School in Elmhurst, 
Illinois and printed by Herff Jones Yearbooks 
in Mission, Kansas. Most meetings were held 
throughout the year in the high school computer 
lab on Wednesday evenings from approximately 
7 to 9 pm.

The yearbook account was serviced by repre­
sentative Jamie Silver and customer service 
adviser Lisa Merino. The editors, Julia Moran 
Meland and Maribeth Loerop, developed the theme 
IN MY LIFE in August at the Chigacoland Yearbook 
Experience at Benedictine University in Lisle. 
The cover was designed by Herff Jones artist 
Chris Martin at the camp and incorporated a 
four color design which was lithographed onto 
a Special Kivar base material with an applied 
linen grain. The layout staff worked off of 
23 page and division templates that were cre­
ated by Mr. Hartgerink to complement the cover 
design. The endsheets were printed on White

stock with a custom design printed in black 
ink. The book's 168 pages are printed on 801b. 
Bordeaux paper stock.

The 2005 volume includes 40 pages in full color. 
All captions, memories, and headings were set 
in the Toxica font and all photo identifica­
tions were set in Souvenir. All photos and 
pages were submitted digitally to the plant 
on disk. The 2005 Saga was produced using 
InDesign CS and Photohop C S , on Dell comput­
ers in the computer lab, art room, and the 
publications room. More than 7000 digital 
images were shot or scanned by staff members 
using an Epson 636U scanner, two Olympus 3020 
digital cameras, two Sony DSC F7l7 digital 
cameras, and two Nikon D70 digital cameras. 
HR Imaging Partners provided all the student 
portraits. 500 books were printed at a cost 
of over forty dollars per book. Twenty dollars 
of each student's activity fee was used for 
the purchase of their book and the remaining 
funds came from advertising revenue.
