welfare, health care and hospitals, 
mental health, non-profit agencies, 
schools and education, etc. 

	■ The US Bureau of Labor Statistics 
indicates demand for social workers. 
From 2020 to 2030 it is anticipated that 
social work employment will  
experience 12% GROWTH.
