Ministry of Care (formerly Homebound Ministry) 
Under the leadership of Fr. Kumar, the Ministry of Care to our homebound parishioners is hoping to be resumed. 
Parishioners who are unable to attend Mass because of long-term illness or disability are visited by Fr. Kumar and 
ministers to receive Holy Communion. The Ministry of Care provides parishioners who are separated from the 
OLGC because of illness or condition in life and are unable to participate in the life of the Parish (such as attending 
Mass), the opportunity to receive Holy Communion.  Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion keep the 
homebound parishioners connected to the parish community through weekly 
visits.  Ministers also make local nursing home, hospital, and home 
visits.  These members of our Community are provided spiritual support 
through prayer, scripture readings, and Holy Communion.   In turn, the Parish 
is grateful for, and benefits mightily from, the prayer of those who are 
homebound.

Fr. Kumar would like to invite all current Extraordinary Ministers of Holy 
Communion to respond to the call to be Homebound Minister. He plans to 
have this ministry up and running by mid-August. Therefore, he is going to 
have two trainings and is asking that all new and existing ministers of care 
attend one of the meetings.

REMEMBERING FATHER O’NEILL 
 If our former pastor, recently deceased, had not 
asked me to serve as the Senior Representative on the 
Pastoral Council, “Senior Moments” would never have 
seen the light of day.  It was with his encouragement and 
support, together with that of Merle Senyk, that this 
column was launched almost 24 years ago.  He was 
especially committed to promoting the services of the 
Shepherd’s Center (SCNOVA), a non-denominational 
organization that provided many services to area seniors at 
no charge.  It had just come to the Oakton-Vienna area and 
was in need of volunteers and other kinds of assistance. 
This column was a way of reaching out to OLGC seniors to 
keep them informed of the free services available from the 
SCOV, the opportunity to serve it in many different ways, 
and to provide interesting information focused on senior 
issues that would be helpful to our older parishioners. 
 It began as a quarter page, and grew to a full page 
during the Capital Campaign which involved the building of 
De Sales Hall, the new Narthex and Chapel, as well as 
changes in our school.  I know I’ve told this story before, 
the one about his reaction to the name I was proposing for 
the column - “Senior Moments”, but it bears repeating.   
He thought it painted a negative picture of forgetfulness, 
but finally acquiesced when I explained the title 
represented moments of opportunity for seniors.  It was an 
adventure, and I don’t think any of us thought it would 
continue for so long. 
 I’m very grateful to Father O’Neill for his 
enthusiasm and support during those early years, and will 
always remember the depth of his caring for the seniors of 
our parish.  May he rest in peace.
