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SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

The Xyrus Zelaya Memorial Scholarship will award two one-time $500 scholarships. One will be merit-based and
the second will be merit-athletic based. The awards will be given to two graduating High School Seniors enrolled
in Deltona, Pine Ridge, or University High School, who are survivors of gun violence or who have lost a family
member or friend to gun violence.

Xyrus Lyonel Zelaya was killed in Deltona, Florida on October 31, 2021. Xyrus was only 16 years old and a Junior
at Deltona High School. He was a good kid who worked, loved all sports, and helped kids in need. Xyrus played
football and soccer and was looking forward to playing at the college level. Before Xyrus was tragically taken from
us, he was in the process of researching and applying to colleges. He worked especially hard to raise his GPA
because he knew that to play sports at the college level meant that he had to excel both athletically and
academically.

To apply for The Xyrus Zelaya Memorial Scholarship, please complete the application form by March 31, 2022,
and submit a copy of your high school transcript and college acceptance letter. If applying for the merit-based
scholarship, please also submit one letter of recommendation from your teacher. If applying for the merit-athletic
based scholarship, a letter of recommendation from your athletic coach is required.
