During the intake meeting, counselor and
student will discuss the student's
education plan and the Recommended
Academic Adjustments, Auxiliary Aids
and Services (RAAAAS)

The RAAAAS form is presented to all
professors by the student during the first
week of class

The student will meet with the DSPS
counselor at least once a semester to
update the RAAAAS
