e We are continuing the process of modernizing our classrooms and campus.

o Buildings B and C and the cafeteria have completely undergone full modernization.
o Our gymnasium is currently undergoing a bleacher renovation project and is projected to be completed by the end of July.
o After the completion of the gymnasium, other modernization work will begin.

This Summer Mailer contains important information to review with your student.
All Students must return the following documents to staff during Raider Kick Start or to their first class.
Forms can be submitted to the office at any time.

EMERGENCY CARD (required by State Law):

Students will NOT be released to emergency contacts without parent/guardian permission, emergency contacts are for
school emergencies only.

Students will not be allowed to attend school without current immunizations (see enclosed flyer for requirements).

Any medication dispensed to students on campus requires a parent and physician signature.

Student Medication Forms available in the Health Office.

STUDENT INSURANCE Information (for athletes/performing groups):
All students participating in athletics or performance groups are REQUIRED to have insurance.
Student insurance application forms available in the Administrative Office.

LUNCH Application Forms:
All CIHS students are eligible for free lunch/nutrition.
Please complete the Lunch Application forms and submit them to the office.

DIGITAL ACCESS TO CURRICULUM

All Channel Islands students are provided a Chromebook with a protective case. Students are responsible for the safety of
their device and their own digital citizenship. Chromebooks will be distributed to 9th grade and any new student on August
11 & 12. Students are expected to bring their fully charged Chromebook to class each day.

ADMINISTRATIVE POLICIES
STUDENT DISCIPLINE: The OUHSD Parent Handbook (enclosed) explains the rules of conduct to ensure the rights of all
students are respected and provide a safe learning environment for all. Please review school rules with your child.

CLOSED CAMPUS: Any person that is not a student must report to the office prior to entering campus.

Students may leave campus during school hours with parent permission via an off-campus pass. Students must bring a
signed note from a parent with a valid phone number to obtain a pass.

ALL volunteers and walk-on coaches must be cleared by the District prior to being on campus.

TARDY POLICY: Every student is expected to arrive in class on time. Please allow time for traffic and arrive early.
Students who arrive late will be assigned disciplinary consequences. More than 30 minutes late is counted as an absence
from class, and a total of 10 tardies may result in being dropped from class. (See CIHS Discipline Policy). Students who
arrive at school tardy, unexcused and with outside food will be required to dispose of items prior to entering school.




ATTENDANCE: All students are expected to attend school regularly. A parent note is required to excuse absences and
allow students to make up missed class work. Students with 8 or more unexcused absences will receive an “Excessive
Unexcused Absence Notification” in the mail. Any pupil who misses three (3) or more school days without a valid excuse is
considered truant and will be sent a “First Notification of Truancy” letter. By State Law and Board Policy, parents must
verify each absence within 72 hours of the absence in order to excuse the absence. Valid Excuses only include: illness,
medical appointment (with a note), attending a funeral, court appearance, religious holiday, or visiting with family members
on military leave.

PARENT VUE: Your child’s attendance and grades can be viewed instantly through this online system. Instructions on how
to access Parent VUE will be posted on our website. Contact the IT Help Desk by submitting a ticket on our website

https://www.oxnardunion.org/submit-ticket for assistance.

METAL DETECTION AND CANINES ON CAMPUS: Channel Islands High School regularly conducts random searches of
students for weapons, using hand held metal detectors. Students found with a weapon are likely to be recommended for
expulsion. Any other prohibited items found will be confiscated and handled according to district policy. OUHSD schools
use trained canines for detection of drugs in common areas, parking lots, gym and locker areas on a random and
unannounced basis.

CELL PHONES: Educational use of cell phones is determined by teacher discretion. Cell phone usage for personal
purposes (example: texting, social media, etc.) will not be tolerated during classroom instruction. Cell phones can be
confiscated and returned in accordance with the California Education Code and Board Policy.

If a student’s electronic device/cell phone is lost or stolen, we will do our best to help find the device, however, the school
will not be held financially responsible for the device. Students must obtain the teacher's consent to record in class.

SKATEBOARDS are not allowed on campus at any time and must be stored and locked on the racks provided at the front
gate.

TEXTBOOKS: Students are responsible for the condition of their textbooks and must pay for lost, stolen, or damaged
books. CIHS is not responsible for books left in lockers, classrooms, buses, or on/off school grounds/property. (Refer to
Parent/Student Handbook)

COMPUTER/INTERNET USE POLICY: Students and parents must sign the Acceptable Use Agreement Form yearly.
HOW TO RESOLVE A PROBLEM AT SCHOOL: REPORT IT. Tell any staff member, we are all here to help.

INTRA DISTRICT TRANSFERS: Any student enrolled per an intra-district transfer agreement may be returned to his/her
school of residence if it is discovered fraudulent information was provided.

HAVE YOU MOVED? If you have moved or have a new phone number, please update this information with our Records
Office at (805) 278-2909. When updating a new address, you MUST provide proof of residence.

TRANSFERRING FROM CIHS: If a student is transferring from CIHS, only a PARENT/LEGAL GUARDIAN may withdraw
the student. Before the student is cleared to withdraw, he/she must return all books, any school equipment and be cleared
of any school debt.

DRESS AND GROOMING
The following dress guide is provided as a LAWFUL, SANITARY, AND MODERNIZED guide for student attire:
e  Clothing or jewelry with writing/pictures/indications of the following are not permitted:
o Racial, ethnic or religious prejudice
o Violence, tagging, gambling, the use of drugs or alcohol, gang affiliation or any other illegal activity
o Profane, obcene or sexually suggestive
Shoes or sandals must be worn at all times.
Students are not permitted to wear swimwear or clothing that resembles swimwear as outerwear.
Students are not permitted to wear clothing that resembles underwear or undergarments as outerwear.
Student athletes participating in practice for a sport may wear appropriate attire.
Allowable hats include hats bearing school colors and hats with college insignias (with school colors).
No hats or attire (jerseys, shirts, sweatshirts, beanies, etc.) with pro team insignias are allowed. They will be
confiscated and held for parents to pick up at the end of the day.
e No hair nets, bandanas, or other head coverings other than for religious purposes. Hats are not to be worn in the
classroom.
No wallet chains of any type or lanyards denoting sports teams/gang affiliations.
When the judgment of the principal/designee deems a student’s appearance or mode of dress disrupts the
education process or constitutes a threat of health or safety, the student may be required to make modifications.
e Repeated violations will lead to further progressive discipline. Parents may be called to bring a change of clothing. If
the parent/guardian is not available, the student will be expected to wear clothing provided by the administration
office. All clothing supplied is clean and laundered on a regular basis.

PICKING STUDENTS UP: Please schedule appointments (doctor, dentist, etc.) after school hours. If your child needs to
be dismissed during the school day, you must send a note with your student that morning in order to obtain an off campus
pass. If you need to pick up your student early, you must sign him/her out at the attendance office. Please show
identification upon arrival to pick up your student. A reminder that students will not be picked up the last 20 minutes before
the end of the period or after 3:15 until the end of the school day. Students may leave campus only with his/her parents or
guardians.

LUNCHES: All students are provided three free meals (including lunch) at CIHS. If a parent/guardian brings lunch for a
student, it must be left on the lunch cart outside the main office with the student's name and ID number. Students may pick
up food from the cart during lunch only. Staff is not responsible for lunches left unclaimed. Students may not leave class to
pick up food. Students who arrive late to school for their assigned class with purchased drinks must consume or dispose of
their drink prior to entering campus. Food, drinks or other objects may not be passed to students through the school gates
as this is a safety concern.

No se les permitird a los estudiantes asistir a la escuela sin las vacunas
actuales (vea el folleto adjunto sobre los requisitos de vacunacion). Cualquier medicamento recetado a los estudiantes
requiere la firma de un padre y un médico.

Each ELAC shall have the opportunity to elect at least one member to the District English
Learner Advisory Committee (DELAC).

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To help you understand our attendance policies and procedures, please see answers to some of the most frequently asked questions about attendance and use
this as a reference throughout the year:

1) What do | do if my child is absent from school?

Send your child to school with a written note including: your child's name. ID number. date and reason for the absence. a contact number and your name as the
parent/guardian. This note is returned to the Attendance Window. By State Law and Board Policy, you must verify each absence within 72 hours. After 72 hours, unverified
absences are considered unexcused.

You may also call CIHS Attendance at (805) 385-5903 to leave a message with your child's name, ID number, date and reason for the absence, your contact number and
your name as the parent/quardian. All notes and call logs received are stored in your student's attendance folder, Please do not leave messages on any other phone line or
leave notes in any other location on campus. You can monitor your child's attendance on Parent VUE.

2) What is considered an Excused Absence?
By law [EC 48205], valid or excused absences are: illness, medical/dental appointments, funerals, specific religious activities, court orders, quarantines, and limited
visits with immediate family members called to or returning from military combat duty.

3) How many Excused Absences can my child have in one year?

The number of days allowed due to illness is 3 per school year. After reaching 14 days of excused absences, all future absences due to illness must be verified by a physician
for each day of absence. A student may also have an illness verified by visiting our school nurse. You will receive an Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 8
excused absences (30 minutes or more of any day). You will receive a second Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 12 excused absences. At that point, you
will be asked to contact our Attendance Advisor at (805) 385-2838 to discuss ways to improve your child's attendance. These letters are automatically generated approximately

every 2 weeks. Based on 3.or more unexcused period absences will generate a *truancy letter”.

4) What if my child's absences do not fall under any of the Excused Absence categories?
State law [EC 48260-48273] is very specific about these types of absences. A student who is absent without one of the specific valid excuses will be marked "unexcused" for the
day. These types of absences are also called "truancies."

5) Doesn't "truancy" mean ditching school? Why would my child be considered "truant" if | called in his or her absences? By law [EC 48260-48273], any pupil who
misses 30 minutes or more of three or more school days without a valid excuse, whether it's one period each day or three whole days, is considered truant. After an
appointment, make sure that you send your student back to school with a note to excuse the absence.

6) What about coming in late or leaving early for an appointment?

Compulsory Education Law requires that students attend FULL days every day, so coming in more than 30 minute late or leaving more than 30 minutes early without a valid
excuse is also considered truancy. Make sure that you send your student to school on the day of an appointment with a note to excuse the absence and to get a pass to class
or a pass to be excused from class at the right time. Students must return the pink off campus pass to Attendance Clerks the next day signed by a parent in order for absences
to be cleared.

7) What happens when students have more than 3 unexcused absences?

Letters are automatically generated approximately every 2 weeks alerting you of your child’s attendance. You will receive a "First Notification of Truancy” after your child’s 3rd
unexcused absence. You will receive a "Second Notification of Truancy" after your child's 5th unexcused absence. At that point, you will be asked to schedule a conference with
our Attendance Advisor at (805) 385-2838 to discuss how to improve your child's attendance. If your child's attendance doesn't improve after the conference and the 10"
unexcused absence occurs, you may receive a "Third Notification of Truancy" and could be scheduled for a School Attendance Review Team meeting. This team of educators
and members of the community will review your child's attendance record and situation to provide support and intervention to encourage improved attendance. Should
attendance continue to be an issue after this meeting you and your child could be referred to the District Attorney’s office for a SARB (Student Attendance Review Board)
meeting where penalties could be issued.

8) What can | do if my child has a chronic iliness that prevents him or her from being at school regularly?
OUHSD offers alternative educational options for students with special circumstances that have been verified by a physician. Please contact your student's counselor if you
are in this situation.

9) What if my child needs to be out of school for an extended period of time?
If your child must go out of town for 5 or more days, you may request that your child be signed up for an Independent Study Agreement by his or her counselor. Please note
that teachers will need at least one week in advance to prepare materials.

10) Why is attendance such a big issue?

Attendance is vital to a student's success in school, and it is a key predictor of dropouts, job sustainability, and criminal activity. In addition, the primary funding source for school
in California is Average Daily Attendance (ADA). The State of California funds schools by attendance, not enroliment, and,_since 1998, schools have not received funding for
days that students are absent. even if the absence is excuse

Por la ley [EC 48205] Las ausencias validas o justificas son: enfermedad, citas médicas o dentales, funerarios 3 dias fuera del estado o un dia en California,
actividades religiosas, ordenes judiciales, cuarentena de salud y visitas limitadas con miembros de la familia inmediata o que regresaron del servicio militar.

3) Cuantas ausencias justificadas puede tener mi hijo/a en un afio?

El nimero de dias perdidos por enfermedad son 3 por afio escolar. Después de acumular 14 dias de ausencias, todas las ausencias futuras deberan ser
verificas por un medico por cada dia de ausencia. Usted recibira una notificacion sobre ausencias excesivas sin excusa en el correo después de 8 periodos de
ausencias (30 minutos o mas al dia). También recibiré una segunda notificacion si las ausencias sin excusa contintian (12 injustificadas ausencias). Se le pedira
que se contacte con la Asesora de Asistencia, al (805) 385-2838 para discutir las maneras que pueda mejorar la asistencia de su hijo/a.

Cartas se generan automaticamente y son enviadas cada 2 semanas aproximadamente. Para notificar a los padres del ausentismo de los estudiantes y darles a
saber que las ausencias no han sido justificadas. En este tiempo se le pedira hacer una conferencia con al (805) 278-2926 para discutir como mejorar la
asistencia de su hijo/a. Si la asistencia de su hijo/a no mejora después de la conferencia, usted recibira una tercera notificacion de ausentismo escolar después de
10 ausencias de 30 minutos o mas de un dia de escuela. Puede ser que le hagan una junta con el equipo de revision de asistencia de la escuela, donde un
equipo de educadores y miembros de la comunidad incluyendo al fiscal del distrito revisara la asistencia y la situacion de su estudiante se le proporcionara
intervencion adicional o se le incluyen penalidades para mejorar su asistencia.

8) Qué puedo hacer si mi hijo/a tiene una enfermedad cronica que le impida estar en la escuela regularmente? Nuestro distrito OUHSD, ofrece
alternativas opcionales para estudiantes con circunstancias especiales que han sido verificadas por un medico. Pongase en contacto con el consejero de
su estudiante, si es que esta en esta situacion.

9) Qué pasa si mi hijo/a necesita estar fuera de la escuela por un periodo de tiempo?
Si su hijo/a tiene que estar fuera de la ciudad por 5 dias 0 mas necesita hablar con el consejero para que sea inscrito en un acuerdo de estudios
independientes. Tenga en cuenta que los maestros necesitan al menos una semana para preparar los materiales.

10) Porque la asistencia es algo tan serio?

Dear Parents/Guardians, July 2022

In accordance with the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), Section 1111(h)(6) PARENT’S RIGHT TO
KNOW, this is a notification to every parent/guardian of a student attending a Title I campus in the Oxnard Union High School
District that you have the right to request and receive information in a timely manner regarding the professional qualifications
of your student’s classroom teachers.

been waived; and

e Isteaching in the field of discipline of the certification of the teacher.
2. Whether the student is provided services by paraprofessionals and, if so, their qualifications.

Additionally, if at any time your student will be taught for 4 or more consecutive weeks by a teacher that is not highly qualified,
you will be notified by the school of this information.

Teacher information is available through the California Commission on Teaching Credentialing, www.ctc.ca.gov
or you can contact your school principal.

I encourage you to stay involved in your teenager’s development and education. Ongoing research shows that family
engagement in school improves student achievement, reduces absenteeism, and restores parents'/guardians’ confidence in their
pupil's education. Students with involved parents or other caregivers earn higher grades and test scores, have better social skills,
and show improved behavior. | wish you and your student a successful school year.

Know Your Educational Rights Regarding a Free Public Education
Dear Parents/Guardians, July 2022

Under the United States Supreme Court’s landmark decision in Plyler v. Doe, all K-12 students in the United States are
guaranteed a free public education regardless of citizenship or immigration status. This right includes other services and
programs provided through the public-school system, such as free lunches and special education programs.
Additionally, Article IX, Section 5 of the California Constitution guarantees a right to a free education for all children,
and there is compulsory education for all children of ages 6-18 under California Education Code Section 48200. All
students have a right to be in a public-school learning environment free from discrimination, bullying, violence and
intimidation, Cal. Educ. Code § 220 and 234 et seq.

All people in the United States, regardless of citizenship or immigration status, have certain rights and protections.

e Your student has the right to a Free Public Education.

Some of the barriers that families have shared during the evaluation of policy has been the lack of parental engagement from
other parents in the activities offered from sites and district. Some parents have expressed the feeling of not feeling welcomed
at a school site and school events. Parents would also like to see more involvement and have more time with site teachers and
administration at parent activities like Back to School and Open House. Childcare is another barrier for some families.

Parents would like to receive personal phone calls instead of electronic voice messages when inviting them to a parent event.

Oxnard Union High School District Firearms Safety
California Law Regarding Safe Storage of Firearms  July 2022

The purpose of this notice is to inform and to remind parents and legal guardians of all students in the Oxnard
Union High School District of their responsibilities for keeping firearms out of the hands of children as required
by California law. There have been many news reports of students bringing firearms to school. In many
instances, the student obtained the firearm(s) from his or her home. These incidents can be easily prevented
by storing firearms in a safe and secure manner, including keeping them locked up when not in use and storing
them separately from ammunition.

To help everyone understand their legal responsibilities, this memorandum spells out California law regarding
the storage of firearms. Please take some time to review this memorandum and evaluate your own personal
practices to assure that you and your family are in compliance with California law.

o California makes a person criminally liable for keeping a loaded firearm, under their custody and
control, where that person knows or reasonably should know that a child is likely to gain access to the
firearm without the permission of the child’s parent or legal guardian and the child obtains access to the
firearm and thereby: (1) causes death or great bodily injury to the child or any other person; (2) carries
the firearm to a public place, including to any preschool or school grades kindergarten through twelfth
grade, including to any school-sponsored event, activity, or performance; or (3) brandishes a firearm to
others. The criminal penalty may be greater if someone dies or suffers great bodily injury as a result of
the child gaining access to the firearm.?

o As of 2014, California makes a person criminally liable if they negligently store or leave any loaded
firearm on their premises where a child is likely to gain access to it-- regardless of whether or not the
child brings the gun to a public place.!

e A parent or guardian may also be civilly liable for damages resulting from the discharge of a firearm by
that person’s child or ward. These damages may be up to $30,000 per victim.?

Note: Gun owners may avoid criminal liability under California Penal Code Section 25100 by keeping their
firearm in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the firearm inoperable.?

Thank you for helping to keep our children and schools safe. Remember that the easiest and safest way to
comply with the law is to keep firearms in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the
firearm inoperable.
