As | enter my sixth
year as principal, | continue to be excited about the opportunity to provide our Yellowjacket
students with a quality experience in academics, activities, and athletics. No school in the
OUHSD has more positive things happening right now and more potential for growth than
OHS. | helieve in the talent our students have and our staff is prepared to help them culiivate
and grow those talents. While it was great to retum to full time, in person instruction last year, it
was sfill a challenging year in many ways. We started last school year with the mask mandate
in place for all indoor spaces, the Covid variant in November and December (and quite frankly,
all year) affected many staff and students and many missed a lot of school as a result, and
construction meant many teachers had to move from their normal classroom to a temporary
portable, making teaching more challenging and creating extra stress on staff and students.

The 2022-23 school year will begin in a much better place and | expect it to be a great year for
our students and staff. The Covid variant has waned, masks are no longer required, and all our
leaming spaces have completed construction and are air conditioned! The stress and health
levels of our students and staff should be much improved this year and | expect big things from
them. Oxnard high school is poised for great success and here are some reasons why.

1. Oxnard HS will be continuing our block quarter schedule (iick link) for this upcoming
school year. In most cases, students will take four classes quarter 1 & 2, and four
different classes quarter 3 & 4. This schedule will allow students to take up to eight
classes per year (2 glgsse : : . Some reasons why eight
classes per school year is helpful fur sludenta (The goal is for ALL students to graduate college
ready and career prepared)

a. Students can access Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID] (Click link)
classes that help them succeed in high school and graduate college ready

b. English Leamer, Migrant, Special Education, and other student groups can
access the classes they need to be college ready and career prepared

€. Students have room in their schedule o take elective classes like band, choir,
mariachi, ASE, yearbook, newspaper, art, drama, teacher aid, and many others

d. Students can retake classes required for graduation and to be college ready (Click
link) during the regular school day - not afterschool or on Saturdays or in summer
school

e. ALL students can and should graduate career prepared by completing an Oxnard
HS Career Pathway (Click link) (prima agui para espanci) program or completing the
Green Technologies or Law and Public Service small leaming academy

programs.




f. Students can pursue the AP Capstone Certificate and AP Capstone Diploma;
pursue the State Seal of Biliteracy; and pursue the Golden State Seal Merit
Diploma (Chick hers for more information)

The expectation of all students is that they will graduate college ready as demonstrated by
meeting UC/CSU A-G entrance requirements AMD career ready as demonstrated by
completing a two year career pathway or completing one of our small leaming academy

programs.

Other improvements for students include:

= OurWellness Center has established itself as a place for therapy, inclusion, and
advocacy for students and their mental health. With two full time Student Wellness
Specialists, a Student Welness tech, and support from our Wellness pathway teachers
and students, the Wellness Center has become a critical component of student well
being and has proven to be very beneficial. All students are screened with a mental
healih assessment. We also provide private, outside therapists for students that need
maore intensive support.

» ‘We have a Welcome Center for students new to the United States and for all students in
need. The Welcome Center screens all students for homelessness and all students are
informed about our Caring Closet, where students can find all the clothing, personal
hygiene, and school supplies they could ever need free for the taking. Thank you to our
generous donors!

« Al of our leaming spaces have been freshly painted, new technology added, and are
fully air conditioned

» Expanded library with new fumiture and tech services for students to support the
continued use of one to one technology - all students will have a chromebook to use
during their time at OHS

Beginning the week of August 8th, we will be hosting our retum to school origntations for ALL
grade levels. Please keep an eye out for the schedule (be sure you get parent square messages) and
make sure your student(s) attend as it is important to start the school year fully prepared and
ready to go.

To help you understand our attendance ﬁolicies and procedures, please see below for an-
swers to some of the most frequently asked questions about attendance and use this as a
reference thought the year:

1. What should I do if my child is absent from school?

The best practice is to return your child to school with a written note stating the following: your child’s name and ID number,
date and reason for the absence, a contact number, and your name as the parent/legal guardian. This note is to be submitted
to the Attendance Clerks located on the counseling side of the Administration building. By State Law and Board Policy, you must
verify each absence within 72 hours of the absence. After 72 hours, unverified absences are considered unexcused. You may
also call OHS Attendance at (805)278-2913 or (805)278-3148 to leave a message with your child’s name, ID number, date and
reason for the absence, your contact number, and your name as the parent/legal guardian. All notes and call logs received are
stored in your student’s attendance folder. Please do not leave messages on any other phone line or leave notes in any other
location on campus. You can monitor your child’s attendance on the Parent Vue app.

2. What is considered an excused absence?

By law (EC 48205), valid or excused absences are illness, medical, dental appointments, funerals, specific religious activities,
court orders, quarantines, and limited visits with immediate family members called to returning from military combat duty.

3.How many Excused Absence can my child have in one year?

The average number of days allowed due to illness is 3 per school year. After reaching 14 days of excused absences, all future
absences due to illness must be verified by a physician for each day of absence. As an alternative, a student may have an illness
verified by visiting our School Nurse. You will receive an Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 8 excused ab-
sences (30 minutes or more of any day). You will receive a second Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 12
excused absences. At that point, you will be asked to contact our Attendance Advisor, Martha Nunez (805)278-2926 to discuss
ways to improve your child’s attendance. These letters are automatically generated approximately every 2 weeks. Based on 3 or
more unexcused period absences will generate a “Truancy Letter”.

4.What if my child’s absences do not fall under any of the Excused Absence categories?

State law (EC 48260-48273) is very specific about these types of absences. A student who is absent without one of the specific
valid excuses will be marked “unexcused” for the day. These types of absences are also called truancies.

5. Doesn’t truancy mean skipping or ditching school? Why would my child be considered truant if | called in his/her/their ab-
sence?

By law (EC 48260-48273) any pupil who misses 30 minutes or more of three or more school days without a valid excuse, wheth-
er it’s one period each day or three whole days, is considered truant. Make sure that you send your student to school on the day
of an appointment with a note to excuse the absence and get a pass to class or pass to be excused from class at the right time.

6. What about coming in late or leaving early for an appointment?

Compulsory Education Law requires that students attend FULL days every day, so coming in more than 30 minutes late or leav-
ing more than 30 minutes early without a valid excuse is also considered truancy. Make sure that you send your student to
school on the day of an appointment with a note to excuse the absence and to get a pass to class or a pass to be excused from
class at the right time. Students must return the pink Off-Campus Pass to the Attendance Office the next day signed by a
parent/legal guardian for the absence to be cleared.

7. What happened when students have more than 3 unexcused absences?

Letters are automatically generated approximately every 2 weeks alerting you of your child’s attendance. You will receive a
“Frist Notification of Truancy” after your child’s 3rd unexcused absence. You will receive a “ Second Notification of Truancy”
after your child’s 5th unexcused absence. At that point, you will be asked to schedule a conference with our Attendance Advi-
sor, Martha Nunez at (805)278-2926 to discuss how to improve your child’s attendance. If your child’s attendance doesn’t im-
prove after the conference and the 10th unexcused absence occurs, you may receive a “Third Notification of Truancy” and could
be scheduled for a School Attendance Review Team meeting. This team of educators and members of the community will re-
view your child’s attendance record and situation to provide support and intervention to encourage improved attendance.
Should attendance continue to be an issue after this meeting you and your child could be referred to the District Attorney’s
office for a SARB (Student Attendance Review Board) meeting where penalties could be issued.

8.What can | do if my child has a chronic illness that prevents him or her from being at school regularly?

OUHSD offers alternative education options for a student with special circumstances that have been verified by a physician.
Please contact your student’s counselor if you are in this situation.

9. What if my child needs to be out of school for an extended period of time?

If your child must go out of town for 5 or more days, you may request that your child be signed up for an Independent Study
Agreement by his/ her/ their Counselor. Please note that teachers will need at least one week in advance to prepare materials.

10. Why is attendance such a big deal?

Attendance is vital to a student’s success in school, and it is a key predictor of dropout, job sustainability, and criminal activity.
In addition, the primary funding source for schools in California is Average Daily Attendance (ADA). The state of California funds
schools by attendance, not enrollment, and since 1998, schools have not received funding for days that students are absent
even if the absence is excused.

Para ayudarlo a comprender nuestras politicas y procedimientos de asistencia, consulte a conti-
nuacioén las respuestas a algunas de las preguntas mas frecuentes sobre la asistencia y el uso
de esto como referencia durante el afo.

Preguntas Frecuentes

1. ¢ Qué debo hacer si mi hijo(a) falta a la escuela?

La mejor practica es devolver a su hijo(a) a la escuela con una nota escrita que incluya lo siguiente: el nombre y el nimero de identificacién de su
hijo, la fecha y el motivo de la ausencia, un niumero de contacto y su nombre como padre, madre, tutor legal o guardian. Esta nota se debe enviar
a los empleados de asistencia ubicados en el lado de consejeria del edificio de la Administracion. Por ley estatal y politica de la junta, debe verifi-
car cada ausencia dentro de las 72 horas posteriores a la ausencia. Después de 72 horas, las ausencias no verificadas se consideran injustifica-
das. También puede llamar a Asistencia de OHS al (805) 278-2913 o (805) 278-3148 para dejar un mensaje con el nombre de su hijo(a), el nime-
ro de identificacion, la fecha y el motivo de la ausencia, su numero de contacto y su nombre como padre/tutor legal. Todas las notas y registros de
llamadas recibidos se almacenan en la carpeta de asistencia de su estudiante. No deje mensajes en ninguna otra linea telefénica ni deje notas en
ningun otro lugar del campus. Puede monitorear la asistencia de su hijo en la aplicacién Parent Vue.

2. ¢Qué se considera una ausencia justificada?

Por ley (EC 48205), las ausencias validas o justificadas son enfermedades, citas médicas, dentales, funerales, actividades religiosas especificas,
ordenes judiciales, cuarentenas y visitas limitadas con familiares inmediatos llamados a regresar del servicio de combate militar. .

3. ¢ Cuantas ausencias justificadas puede tener mi hijo en un afio?

El promedio de dias permitidos por enfermedad es de 3 por afio escolar. Después de llegar a 14 dias de ausencias justificadas, todas las futuras
ausencias por enfermedad deben ser verificadas por un médico por cada dia de ausencia. Como alternativa, un estudiante puede tener una enfer-
medad verificada visitando a nuestra enfermera escolar. Recibira una notificacién de ausencia justificada excesiva por correo después de 8 ausen-
cias justificadas (30 minutos o mas de cualquier dia). Recibira una segunda notificaciéon de ausencia justificada excesiva por correo después de 12
ausencias justificadas. En ese momento, se le pedira que se comunique con nuestra asesora de asistencia, Martha Nunez (805) 278-2926, para
analizar formas de mejorar la asistencia de su hijo(a). Estas cartas se generan automaticamente aproximadamente cada 2 semanas. Basado en 3
0 mas ausencias injustificadas generara una “Carta de Ausentismo Escolar”.

4. ¢ Qué sucede si las ausencias de mi hijo no se incluyen en ninguna de las categorias de ausencia justificada?

La ley estatal (EC 48260-48273) es muy especifica sobre este tipo de ausencias. Un estudiante que esta ausente sin una de las excusas validas
especificas sera marcado como "sin excusa" para el dia. Estos tipos de ausencias también se denominan ausencias injustificadas.

5. ¢ No significa el ausentismo escolar faltar o abandonar la escuela? ; Por qué se consideraria que mi hijo esta ausente si llamo en su ausencia?

Por ley (EC 48260-48273) cualquier alumno que falte 30 minutos o mas de tres o mas dias escolares sin una excusa valida, ya sea un periodo
cada dia o tres dias completos, se considera ausente. Asegurese de enviar a su estudiante a la escuela el dia de una cita con una nota para justi-
ficar la ausencia y obtener un pase para la clase o un pase para ser excusado(a) de la clase en el momento adecuado.

6. ¢, Qué hay de llegar tarde o salir temprano para una cita?

La Ley de Educacién Obligatoria requiere que los estudiantes asistan dias COMPLETOS todos los dias, por lo que llegar mas de 30 minutos tarde
o irse mas de 30 minutos antes sin una excusa valida también se considera ausentismo. Asegurese de enviar a su estudiante a la escuela el dia
de la cita con una nota para excusar la ausencia y obtener un pase para ir a clase o un pase para salir de clase en el momento adecuado. Los
estudiantes deben devolver el pase rosa fuera del campus a la oficina de asistencia al dia siguiente firmado por un padre/tutor legal para que se
aclare la ausencia.

7.. ¢ Qué sucede cuando los estudiantes tienen mas de 3 ausencias injustificadas?

Las cartas se generan automaticamente aproximadamente cada 2 semanas avisandole de la asistencia de su hijo. Recibiras una “Primera notifica-
cion de absentismo escolar” después de la tercera ausencia injustificada de su hijo. Recibira una “Segunda notificacion de absentismo escolar”
después de la quinta ausencia injustificada de su hijo. En ese momento, se le pedira que programe una conferencia con nuestra asesora de asis-
tencia, Martha Nufez, al (805) 278-2926 para analizar cémo mejorar la asistencia de su hijo. Si la asistencia de su hijo no mejora después de la
conferencia y ocurre la décima ausencia injustificada, es posible que reciba una “Tercera Notificaciéon de Ausentismo Escolar” y podria ser progra-
mado para un Equipo de Revision de Asistencia Escolar reunion. Este equipo de educadores y miembros de la comunidad revisara el registro de
asistencia y la situacion de su hijo para brindar apoyo e intervencién para fomentar una mejor asistencia. Si la asistencia continda siendo un pro-
blema después de esta reunién, usted y su hijo podrian ser remitidos a la oficina del Fiscal del Distrito para una reunién SARB (Junta de Revisién
de Asistencia Estudiantil) donde se sanciona podria ser emitido.

8. ¢ Qué puedo hacer si mi hijo tiene una enfermedad crénica que le impide asistir a la escuela con regularidad?

OUHSD ofrece opciones de educacion alternativa para un estudiante con circunstancias especiales que han sido verificadas por un médico. Co-
muniquese con el consejero de su estudiante si se encuentra en esta situacion.

9. ¢ Qué pasa si mi hijo necesita estar fuera de la escuela por un periodo prolongado de tiempo?

Si su hijo debe salir de la ciudad durante 5 dias o mas, puede solicitar que su consejero inscriba a su hijo en un Acuerdo de estudio independien-
te. Tenga en cuenta que los maestros necesitaran al menos una semana de anticipacion para preparar los materiales.

10. ¢ Por qué es tan importante la asistencia?
La asistencia es vital para el éxito de un estudiante en la escuela y es un indicador clave de la desercion escolar, la sostenibilidad laboral y la
actividad delictiva. Ademas, la principal fuente de financiacion para las escuelas de California es la Asistencia Diaria Promedio (ADA, por sus si-
glas en inglés). El estado de California financia las escuelas por medio de la asistencia, no de la inscripcion, y desde 1998, las escuelas no han
recibido fondos por los dias en que los estudiantes estan ausentes, incluso si la ausencia esta justificada.

Gracias por tomarse el tiempo para comprender nuestras politicas de asistencia y por su continuo apoyo.



Oxnard High School Attendance Eligibility Policy 2022 - 2023

All Oxnard High School students must maintain an overall average of 90% attendance at any given time.
Students not meeting this requirement will be ineligible to participate in athletics and other school events:
dances, events, games, etc. Excused absences do not affect eligibility, only unexcused/unverified period
absences will count against the 90% attendance requirement.

OHS upper-classmen (juniors and seniors) must have an overall minimum of 90% attendance during both
their junior and senior years in order to participate in graduation ceremonies.

In addition, students may have no more than 5 tardies per grading period in order to be eligible for athletics
and participation in school events and activities.

Students who receive 10 or more tardies in a single class may receive a failing grade for that class for non-
participation.

Parents of students who are below the 90% requirement will receive notification via phone and mail. Notifi-
cations will be sent at each grading period.

Students may recover full day absences and tardies by attending Saturday School. Saturday school dates
will be made available with sessions beginning in September.

Absences must be cleared within three days via phone call, email, or note. After a total of 14 days of ab-
sences for any reason, parent excusals are no longer valid, and a doctor’s note will be required to clear any
further absences.

Politica de elegibilidad de asistencia de Oxnard High School 2022-2023

Todos los estudiantes de la Escuela Secundaria Oxnard deben mantener un promedio general de 90% de
asistencia en cualquier momento dado. Los estudiantes que no cumplan con este requisito no seran elegi-
bles para participar en deportes y otros eventos escolares: bailes, eventos, juegos, etc. Las ausencias justifi-
cadas no afectan la elegibilidad, solo las ausencias injustificadas o no verificadas contardn contra el requisi-
to de asistencia del 90%.

Los estudiantes de ultimo afio de OHS (junior y senior) deben tener un minimo general del 90 % de asisten-
cia durante su penultimo y ultimo afio para poder participar en las ceremonias de graduacion.

Ademas, los estudiantes no pueden tener mas de 5 tardanzas por periodo de calificacién para ser elegibles
para atletismo y participacidén en eventos y actividades escolares.

Los estudiantes que reciben 10 o mds tardanzas en una sola clase pueden recibir una calificacién reprobato-
ria para esa clase por no participar.

Los padres de los estudiantes que estan por debajo del requisito del 90% recibirdn una notificacién por telé-
fono y correo. Se enviaran notificaciones en cada periodo de calificacion.

Los estudiantes pueden recuperar ausencias y tardanzas de dia completo asistiendo a la Escuela de los Saba-
dos. Las fechas de la escuela de los sdbados estaran disponibles con sesiones a partir de septiembre.

Las ausencias deben aclararse dentro de los tres dias a través de una llamada telefénica, correo electrénico
o nota. Después de un total de 14 dias de ausencias por cualquier motivo, las excusas de los padres ya no
son validas y se requerird una nota del médico para aclarar cualquier ausencia adicional.

Dress for Success Policy

Oxnard High School
2023

Our Dress for Success goal is to create a healthy and safe learning environment where ALL students can be
their best in mind, body, and spirit. The OHS dress code and its enforcement is a key ingredient to achiev-
ing our goal. Specifically, our goal is to:

1) Support Student Safety

2) Promote Health & Hygiene

3) Prepare Students for their Future, and

4) Establish a Learning Environment Focused on Education

Oxnard HS believes that appropriate dress and grooming contribute to a productive learning environ-
ment. Students are expected to wear clothing that is suitable for the school activities in which they par-
ticipate. Students shall not wear clothing that presents a health or safety hazard or causes a substantial
disruption to the educational program. (OUHSD Board Policy 5132)

Apparel Expectations:

1. Articles of clothing which display gang symbols, profanity or products or slogans which promote tobac-
co, alcohol, drugs or sex; materially interfere with schoolwork; or create disorder or disrupt the education-
al process are not allowed.

2. Any clothing or apparel that a student or group of students wear to identify themselves for the purpose
of harassing, threatening, or intimidating others will not be allowed.

3. Underwear-type sleeveless shirts, beach wear, swimwear, halter-tops, tube tops, bare midriffs or
chests, see-through or fishnet outfits, or off the shoulder and low-cut tops are not appropriate or accepta-
ble. Clothing that exposes bare midriffs or cleavage is prohibited at any time during school or school spon-
sored activities or events.

4. Straps on clothing must be fastened at all times.
5. Dallas Cowboy and Chicago White Sox emblems and gear are not permitted.
6. Clothes must be worn as intended and be sufficient to conceal undergarments.

Clothing, jewelry, and personal items shall be free of writing, pictures, or any other insignia which are
crude, vulgar, profane, or sexually suggestive; shall not bear drug, alcohol, or tobacco company advertising,
promotions, or likenesses; illegal activity, or relate to gang affiliation or activity; and shall not advocate dis-
crimination or harassment of race, religion, or sexual orientation.

The dress code shall not be enforced in a manner that discriminates against a particular viewpoint or results in a disproportion-
ate application of the dress code based on students’ gender, sexual orientation, race, ethnicity, household income, or body type
or size.

When practical, students shall not be directed to correct a dress code violation during instructional time or in front of other stu-
dents. Repeated violations or refusal to comply with the dress code may result in disciplinary action

Expectativas de vestimenta:

Prendas de vestir que muestren simbolos de pandillas, blasfemias o productos o lemas que promuevan el
tabaco, el alcohol, las drogas o el sexo; interferir materialmente con el trabajo escolar; o crear desorden o
interrumpir el proceso educativo no estan permitidos.

No se permitira ninguna ropa o vestimenta que use un estudiante o grupo de estudiantes para identificarse
con el propdsito de acosar, amenazar o intimidar a otros.

Las camisas sin mangas tipo ropa interior, la ropa de playa, los trajes de bafio, las blusas sin mangas, las
blusas sin mangas, la cintura o el pecho descubiertos, los trajes transparentes o de rejilla, o las blusas con
hombros descubiertos y escotadas no son apropiadas ni aceptables. La ropa que expone la cintura o el es-
cote esta prohibida en cualquier momento durante la escuela o actividades o eventos patrocinados por la
escuela.

Las correas de la ropa deben estar abrochadas en todo momento.
No se permiten los emblemas ni el equipo de los Dallas Cowboys y los Chicago White Sox.
La ropa debe usarse segun lo previsto y ser suficiente para ocultar la ropa interior.

La ropa, las joyas y los articulos personales deberan estar libres de escritura, imagenes o cualquier otra in-
signia que sea grosera, vulgar, profana o sexualmente sugestiva; no llevara publicidad, promociones o se-
mejanzas de companias de drogas, alcohol o tabaco; actividad ilegal, o relacionado con afiliacion o activi-
dad de pandillas; y no promovera la discriminacion o el acoso por motivos de raza, religion u orientacién se-
xual.

El codigo de vestimenta no se aplicara de manera que discrimine un punto de vista particular o resulte en una
aplicacion desproporcionada del cédigo de vestimenta en funcion del género, la orientacion sexual, la raza, el
origen étnico, los ingresos familiares o el tipo o tamafo del cuerpo de los estudiantes.

Cuando sea practico, no se indicara a los estudiantes que corrijan una violacion del cédigo de vestimenta duran-
te el tiempo de instruccion o frente a otros estudiantes. Las violaciones repetidas o la negativa a cumplir con el
codigo de vestimenta pueden resultar en una accion disciplinaria.



Oxnard High School Use or Possession of Drugs, Paraphernalia, Alcohol,

or Vaping Devices/Cartridges 2022 - 2023

Oxnard High School and the Oxnard Union High School District enforce California Education Codes 48900
(c) and 48900 (d) which state:

A student who has committed the following acts is subject to discipline by suspension or expulsion:

(c) Unlawfully possessed, used, sold, or otherwise furnished, or been under the influence of, any controlled
substance listed in Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 11053) of Division 10 of the Health and Safety
Code, an alcoholic beverage, or an intoxicant of any kind.

(d) Unlawfully offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell any controlled substance listed in Chapter 2
(commencing with Section 11053) of Division 10 of the Health and Safety Code, an alcoholic beverage, or
an intoxicant of any kind, and then either sold, delivered, or otherwise furnished to any person another lig-
uid, substance, or material and represented the liquid, substance, or material as a controlled substance,
alcoholic beverage, or intoxicant.

Consequently, any student who has 2 suspensions during his/her enroliment at Oxnard High School in-
volving use of drugs, alcohol, vaping, or for being in possession of drug paraphernalia or vaping devices
or vaping cartridges, will lose participation in their senior class graduation ceremonies.

Students may reinstate participation in their graduation ceremonies with successful completion of a Satur-
day Substance Abuse and Education Program one time only. A third incident involving the above listed
items will result in permanent loss of participation in graduation.

(c) Poseyo, usé, vendid o proporcioné ilegalmente, o estuvo bajo la influencia de, cualquier sus-
tancia controlada enumerada en el Capitulo 2 (a partir de la Seccion 11053) de la Divisién 10 del
Cddigo de Salud y Seguridad, una bebida alcohdlica o un intoxicante de cualquier tipo.

(d) Ofrecid, arregldé o negocié ilegalmente para vender cualquier sustancia controlada enumera-
da en el Capitulo 2 (a partir de la Seccién 11053) de la Divisidon 10 del Cédigo de Salud y Seguri-
dad, una bebida alcohdlica o un estupefaciente de cualquier tipo, y luego vendid, entregoé o pro-

o material como una sustancia controlada, bebida alcohdlica o intoxicante.

En consecuencia, cualquier estudiante que tenga 2 suspensiones durante su inscripcion
en Oxnard High School que involucren el uso de drogas, alcohol, vapeo o por estar en po-
sesion de parafernalia de drogas o dispositivos de vapeo o cartuchos de vapeo, perdera
la participacion en las ceremonias de graduacion de su clase senior.

Los estudiantes pueden reincorporarse a la participacién en sus ceremonias de graduacion si
completan con éxito un Programa de Educacion y Abuso de Sustancias de los sabados una sola
vez. Un tercer incidente que involucre los elementos enumerados anteriormente resultara en la
pérdida permanente de la participacion en la graduacion.

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OXNARD HIGH SCHOOL
2022-2023 JUNIOR-SENIOR CONTRACT

It is the responsibility of each junior and senior at Oxnard High School to understand and adhere to ALL
school and classroom policies and procedures, on campus and at all school events and activities. These pol-
icies serve to guide OHS upperclassmen toward a successful graduation and ensure they are able to take ad-
vantage of all activities available their junior and senior years.

All Oxnard High School juniors and seniors are expected to adhere to the following. Violations of any of the
terms of this contract, in either the student’s junior or senior year, will result in a loss of privileges, including
those senior year, and participation in graduation.

1. Junior and Senior students must follow Oxnard High School’s attendance/tardy policy. Students
with less than 90% attendance for their entire junior and/or senior year will not participate in
graduation or other senior activities. In addition, students may have no more than 5 tardies
per quarter to participate in graduation. The same attendance and tardy requirements apply
for athletic eligibility and participation in work experience.

2. Junior and Senior students suspended for fighting, drugs and/or alcohol possession/use will not
participate in graduation or other senior activities.

3. Senior students suspended for any other reason will lose a senior activity, Junior students will
lose a privilege to be determined by OHS Administration. Juniors and seniors suspended a sec-
ond time in the same year will not participate in graduation.

4. Students must obey all established rules and regulations to include the school dress code and
be respectful of and cooperative to all adult employees.

5. Students must remain on campus during the school day, except for an assigned dismissal period.
Oxnard High School is a closed campus which includes student lunch. Junior and Senior stu-
dents off campus without permission will lose an activity or privilege to be determined by OHS
Administration.

6. Students must be in possession of a current, valid Oxnard High School ID while on campus and
at all school events and activities. Any student not possessing a school ID will be denied access
to the school event/activity.

7. Students involved in any type of inappropriate behavior not addressed above, including on social
media, will lose an activity or privilege to be determined by OHS Administration. Inappropri-
ate behavior is determined by the principal and the administrative staff.

If you have any questions during the course of the school year, please contact your student’s Assistant Prin-
cipal This form MUST be signed by both the parent/guardian and the student and emailed back to Ms.
Canales, at waleska.canales@oxnardunion.org or fill out the google form Junior/Senior Contract, by
September 1, 2022. Students will not be allowed to attend events, dances, or other activities until a
signed contract is on file with the Assistant Principal’s Office.

« Each ELAC shall have the opportunity to elect at least one member to the District Eng-

Dear Parents/Guardians, July 2022

In accordance with the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), Section 1111(h)(6) PARENT’S RIGHT TO
KNOW, this is a notification to every parent/guardian of a student attending a Title I campus in the Oxnard Union High School
District that you have the right to request and receive information in a timely manner regarding the professional qualifications
of your student’s classroom teachers. OUHSD Title 1 schools are Channel Islands, Hueneme, Oxnard, Pacifica, Rio Mesa,
Condor and Frontier, Oxnard Middle College. The information regarding the professional qualifications of your student’s
classroom teachers shall include the following:

1. Whether the student’s teacher:

e Has met State qualification and licensing criteria for the grade levels and subject areas in which the teacher
provides instruction;

e Isteaching under emergency or other provisional status through which State qualification or licensing criteria have
been waived; and

e Isteaching in the field of discipline of the certification of the teacher.
2. Whether the student is provided services by paraprofessionals and, if so, their qualifications.

Additionally, if at any time your student will be taught for 4 or more consecutive weeks by a teacher that is not highly qualified,
you will be notified by the school of this information.

Teacher information is available through the California Commission on Teaching Credentialing, www.ctc.ca.gov
or you can contact your school principal.

I encourage you to stay involved in your teenager’s development and education. Ongoing research shows that family
engagement in school improves student achievement, reduces absenteeism, and restores parents'/guardians’ confidence in their
pupil's education. Students with involved parents or other caregivers earn higher grades and test scores, have better social skills,
and show improved behavior. | wish you and your student a successful school year.

Dear Parents/Guardians, July 2022

Under the United States Supreme Court’s landmark decision in Plyler v. Doe, all K-12 students in the United States are
guaranteed a free public education regardless of citizenship or immigration status. This right includes other services and
programs provided through the public-school system, such as free lunches and special education programs.
Additionally, Article IX, Section 5 of the California Constitution guarantees a right to a free education for all children,
and there is compulsory education for all children of ages 6-18 under California Education Code Section 48200. All
students have a right to be in a public-school learning environment free from discrimination, bullying, violence and
intimidation, Cal. Educ. Code § 220 and 234 et seq.

All people in the United States, regardless of citizenship or immigration status, have certain rights and protections.

e Your student has the right to a Free Public Education.

e Federal and state laws protect student education records and personal information.

¢ Information about citizenship/immigration status is never needed for school enroliment.

e You have the right to make any changes to your student’s emergency contacts if you are detained or
deported.

e Your student has the right to file a complaint for discrimination, harassment, bullying, violence and
intimidation.

5145.11 Response to Immigration Enforcement on October 10, 2018. Both policies outline procedures and processes
related to pupil privacy and the parent/guardian’s ability change emergency contacts or inspect pupil information. These
policies can be found on our website oxnardunion.org, Board of Trustees, Board Policies under section 5000 Students.

Some of the barriers that families have shared during the evaluation of policy has been the lack of parental engagement from
other parents in the activities offered from sites and district. Some parents have expressed the feeling of not feeling welcomed
at a school site and school events. Parents would also like to see more involvement and have more time with site teachers and
administration at parent activities like Back to School and Open House. Childcare is another barrier for some families.

Parents would like to receive personal phone calls instead of electronic voice messages when inviting them to a parent event.

Oxnard Union High School District Firearms Safety
California Law Regarding Safe Storage of Firearms  July 2022

The purpose of this notice is to inform and to remind parents and legal guardians of all students in the Oxnard
Union High School District of their responsibilities for keeping firearms out of the hands of children as required
by California law. There have been many news reports of students bringing firearms to school. In many
instances, the student obtained the firearm(s) from his or her home. These incidents can be easily prevented
by storing firearms in a safe and secure manner, including keeping them locked up when not in use and storing
them separately from ammunition.

To help everyone understand their legal responsibilities, this memorandum spells out California law regarding
the storage of firearms. Please take some time to review this memorandum and evaluate your own personal
practices to assure that you and your family are in compliance with California law.

o California makes a person criminally liable for keeping a loaded firearm, under their custody and
control, where that person knows or reasonably should know that a child is likely to gain access to the
firearm without the permission of the child’s parent or legal guardian and the child obtains access to the
firearm and thereby: (1) causes death or great bodily injury to the child or any other person; (2) carries
the firearm to a public place, including to any preschool or school grades kindergarten through twelfth
grade, including to any school-sponsored event, activity, or performance; or (3) brandishes a firearm to
others. The criminal penalty may be greater if someone dies or suffers great bodily injury as a result of
the child gaining access to the firearm.?

o As of 2014, California makes a person criminally liable if they negligently store or leave any loaded
firearm on their premises where a child is likely to gain access to it-- regardless of whether or not the
child brings the gun to a public place.!

e A parent or guardian may also be civilly liable for damages resulting from the discharge of a firearm by
that person’s child or ward. These damages may be up to $30,000 per victim.?

Note: Gun owners may avoid criminal liability under California Penal Code Section 25100 by keeping their
firearm in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the firearm inoperable.?

Thank you for helping to keep our children and schools safe. Remember that the easiest and safest way to
comply with the law is to keep firearms in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the
firearm inoperable.

e A partir del 2014, California hace que una persona sea penalmente responsable si negligentemente
guarda o deja cualquier arma de fuego cargada en su casa donde un nifio tiene la probabilidad de
obtener acceso—a pesar de si el nifio lleva el arma de fuego a un espacio publico o no.2
