Top 10 Frequently Asked Questions about ATTENDANCE

To help you Understand our attendance policies and procedures, please see below for answers to some of the
most frequently asked questions about attendonce and use this as a reference throughout the year:

What do I do if my child is absent from school?

Please call the PHS Attendance Hotline at (805) 278-5001 to leave a message with your child's name and
ID number, date and reason for the absence, and your name as the parent/guardian. Or you may
leave a note with the same information in the attendance office. By State Law and Board Policy, you
must verify each absence within 72 hours of the absence. After 72 hours, unverified absences are
considered unexcused. These messages are logged on the Hotline computer and used to code ab-
sences properly. All notes received are stored in your student’s attendance folder. Please do not
leave messages on any other phone line or leave notes in any other location on campus. You can
monitor your child's attendance on ParentVUE.

What is considered an Excused Absence?

By law [EC 48205], valid or excused absences are: illness, medical/dental appointments, funerals
(immediate family) in the state of California, court orders for the student, certain religious activities,
quarantines, and limited visits with immediate family members called to or returning from military
combat duty.

How many Excused Absences can my child have in one year?

The average number of days missed due to illness is 3 per school year. After reaching 14 days of excused
absences, all future absences due to illness must be verified by a physician for each day of absence.
As an alternafive, a student may have an illness verified by visiting our school nurse. You will receive
an Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 8 excused absences (30 minutes or more
of any day). You will receive a second Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 12 ex-
cused absences. At that point, you will be asked to contact our Attendance Advisor at 278-3116 to
discuss ways to improve your child’s attendance. These letters are automatically generated approxi-
mately every 2 weeks.

What if my child's absences do not fall under any of the Excused Absence categories?

State law [EC 48260-48273] is very specific about these types of absences. A student who is absent with-
out one of the specific valid excuses will be marked “unexcused” for the day. These types of absences
are also called “truancies.”

Doesn't “truancy” mean skipping or ditching school? Why would my child be considered “truant” if |
called in his or her absences?

By law [EC 48260-48273], any pupil who misses 30 minutes or more of three or more school days without
a valid excuse, whether it's one period each day or three whole days, is considered truant.

What about coming in late or leaving early for an appointment?

Compulsory Education Law requires that students attend FULL days every day, so coming in more than 30
minute late or leaving more than 30 minutes early without a valid excuse is also considered truancy.
Make sure that you send your student to school on the day of an appointment with a note to excuse
the absence and to get a pass to class or a pass to be excused from class at the right time.

What happens when students have more than 3 unexcused absences?

Letters are automatically generated approximately every 2 weeks alerting you to this. You will receive a
“First Notification of Truancy” after your child's third unexcused absence of 30 minutes or more of a
school day. You will receive a “Second Notification of Truancy” after your child’s fifth unexcused ab-
sence of 30 minutes or more of a school day. At that point, you will be asked to schedule a confer-
ence with our Attendance Advisor at 278-3116 to discuss how to improve your child’s attendance. If
your child's attendance doesn't improve after the conference, you will receive a “Third Notification of
Truancy” after your child’s tenth unexcused absence of 30 minutes or more of a school day and may
be scheduled for a School Attendance Review Team meeting, where a team of educators and mem-
bers of the community, including the District Attorney, will review your child's attendance record and
situation and provide further intervention or possibly even issue penalties in order to improve his or
her attendance.

What can I do if my child has a chronic illness that prevents him or her from being at school regularly?
OUHSD offers alternative educational options for students with special circumstances that have been veri-
fied by a physician. Please contact your student’s counselor if you are in this situation.

What if my child needs to be out of school for an extended period of time?

If your child must go out of town for 5 or more days, you may request that your child be signed up for an
Independent Study Agreement by his or her counselor. Please note that teachers will need at least
one week in advance to prepare materials.

Why is attendance such a big issue?

Attendance is vital to a student’s success in school, and it is a key predictor of dropouts, job sustainability,
and criminal activity. In addition, the primary funding source for school in California is Average Daily
Attendance (ADA). The State of California funds schools by attendance, not enrollment, and, since
1938, schools have not received funding for days that students are absent, even if the absence is ex-
cused.

Por ley [EC 43205], validas o justificadas ausencias son: enfermedad, citas meédicas/dentales, funerales, actividades re-
hgw&as especificas, drdenes judiciales, cuarentenas y imitadas visitas con miembros de la familia inmediata que Vail, o
regresaron del servicio de combate militar.

3} (Cuantas ansencias justificadas pvede tener mi hijo'hija en un afie?

El mimero de la media de dias perdidos por enfermedad es 3 por afio escolar. Después de llegar a 14 dias de avnsencias,
todas las avsencias fiharas de la enfermedad deben ser verificadas por un médico por cada dia de ausencia. Como alter-
nativo, un estudiante puede tener una enfermedad verificado por visitando nuestra enfermera de la escuela.

Usted rec-
ibira una segunda notificacion de awsentismo después de la quinta ansencia sin excusa de su hyjo de 30 minutos o mas
de un dia de escuela. En este tiempo, se le pedira para hacer una conferencia con muestro asesor de asistencia al 389-
6471 para discutir como mejorar 1a asistencia de su hyjo. 51 la asistencia de su hijo no mejora después de la conferencia,
usted recibira una tercera notificacion de ansentismo escolar despueés de 10 ausencias de 30 munutos o mas de un dia de
escuela.

The Board reserves the right to have school officials search and inspect a student 's locker
without obtaining consent of the student, if there exists a reasonable suspicion that the locker
contains prolubited items. A locker may also be searched when odors, smoke, fire and/or other
threats to student health, welfare or safety emanate from the locker, closed containers or other
objects within lockers are also subject to opening and inspection of their contents. Student
lockers are also subject to pennodic, random, unannounced “inspections’” or “sweeps by trained
detection canmes sniffing the exterior surface of lockers for prohbited items which may be
stored within the lockers. If a trained detection canine “alerts” to the presence of prohibited
items withun a locker, reasonable suspicion shall exist for school officials, without a student's
consent, to open and search the locker and any closed container(s) or object(s) withun the
Locker School Rules — EC 35291 School rules are available at each school site. Please contact
the school admunistration for a copy

USE OF DETECTION CANINES/METALDETECTION

Each school district may prescribe procedures to provide written notice to pupls
Dastnict and school site admunistration recogmzes that incidents may occur which
jeopardizes the health, safety and welfare of students and staff. The potential for thas
occuwrrence may necessitate the search and possibly the seizure of a student s property
such as backpacks, vehicles or other personal belongings. Student lockers are the
property of the Oxnard Union High School Diastrict and the Board reserves the nght
for 1ts school principals or designees to mspect a student s locker 1f there exasts a
reasonable suspicion that the locker 1s a depository for a substance or object either
prohabited by law or by dastrict or campus rules or regulations. The Board belhieves
that additional steps need to be taken to strengthen the safety of the campuses 1n order
to promote greater student achievement. Students cannot learn nor can staff work or
teach 1n a campus that may have the presence of drugs, alcohol, or weapons
Therefore, 1t 1s the itent of the Oxnard Union High School District to use scent
discrnnmunating, nonaggressave, tramned detection canines in an effort to provade a
school environment that 1s safe and drug free. The use of detection cananes shall
incorporate the routine inspection of areas such as lockers, gym areas, conunon areas,
parking lots. or vehacles located on district property. Classrooms randomly may be an
area of canune detection mspection. Inspectuons shall be performed unannounced and
on a random basis. Although the canines are not traaned to smff individuals, should a
camane hat” on a backpack. locker or vehacle, the owner of the property will be
summoned and the school site admunistrator shall conduct a further search of the
property. Classrooms are subject to random metal detection to prevent the bnnging of
dangerous objects and/or weapons to school. Students who bring items such as drugs,
alcohol, or weapons are subject to disciplinary actions which may include a
recommendation for expulsion

1. Provides materials and training to help parents work with their children to improve their childrens achievement
through Back to School Night, Summer Packet, tutoring packets in the counseling office, Career Center
materials, Parent Conference Open House, parent meetings, and through various parental education courses
such as Parent Project, and Padres Promotores. Also, the admin team provides materials and training at their
monthly meetings, and during their summer freshmen transition workshop.

3. Educates staff with the assistance of parents in the value of parent contributions and how to work with parents
as equal partners.

Additionally, if at any time your student will be taught for 4 or more consecutive weeks by a teacher that is not highly qualified,
you will be notified by the school of this information.

Teacher information is available through the California Commission on Teaching Credentialing, www.ctc.ca.gov
or you can contact your school principal.

Under the United States Supreme Court’s landmark decision in Plyler v. Doe, all K-12 students in the United States are
guaranteed a free public education regardless of citizenship or immigration status.

OUHSD will support school sites districtwide in providing leadership trainings where staff, administrators, and parents will
receive information/tools on the development of the plans. District will share data to assist parents in making more conscious
decisions to better assist the students. Trainings and meetings will be conducted at a time that is convenient for the families to
attend. District will also inform parent leaders from school sites at district advisory meetings.

How does the Local Educational Agency (LEA) provide the coordination, technical assistance, and other support necessary to
assist and build the capacity of all participating schools within the LEA in planning and implementing effective parent and
family involvement activities to improve student academic achievement and school performance?

Some of the barriers that families have shared during the evaluation of policy has been the lack of parental engagement from
other parents in the activities offered from sites and district. Some parents have expressed the feeling of not feeling welcomed
at a school site and school events. Parents would also like to see more involvement and have more time with site teachers and
administration at parent activities like Back to School and Open House. Childcare is another barrier for some families.

What are the needs of parents and family members so that they may assist with the learning of their children, including
engaging with school personnel and teachers (ESSA Section 1116[a][2][D][ii])?

Parents would like to receive personal phone calls instead of electronic voice messages when inviting them to a parent event.

Oxnard Union High School District Firearms Safety
California Law Regarding Safe Storage of Firearms  July 2022

The purpose of this notice is to inform and to remind parents and legal guardians of all students in the Oxnard
Union High School District of their responsibilities for keeping firearms out of the hands of children as required
by California law. There have been many news reports of students bringing firearms to school. In many
instances, the student obtained the firearm(s) from his or her home. These incidents can be easily prevented
by storing firearms in a safe and secure manner, including keeping them locked up when not in use and storing
them separately from ammunition.

To help everyone understand their legal responsibilities, this memorandum spells out California law regarding
the storage of firearms. Please take some time to review this memorandum and evaluate your own personal
practices to assure that you and your family are in compliance with California law.

o California makes a person criminally liable for keeping a loaded firearm, under their custody and
control, where that person knows or reasonably should know that a child is likely to gain access to the
firearm without the permission of the child’s parent or legal guardian and the child obtains access to the
firearm and thereby: (1) causes death or great bodily injury to the child or any other person; (2) carries
the firearm to a public place, including to any preschool or school grades kindergarten through twelfth
grade, including to any school-sponsored event, activity, or performance; or (3) brandishes a firearm to
others. The criminal penalty may be greater if someone dies or suffers great bodily injury as a result of
the child gaining access to the firearm.?

o As of 2014, California makes a person criminally liable if they negligently store or leave any loaded
firearm on their premises where a child is likely to gain access to it-- regardless of whether or not the
child brings the gun to a public place.!

e A parent or guardian may also be civilly liable for damages resulting from the discharge of a firearm by
that person’s child or ward. These damages may be up to $30,000 per victim.?

Note: Gun owners may avoid criminal liability under California Penal Code Section 25100 by keeping their
firearm in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the firearm inoperable.?

Thank you for helping to keep our children and schools safe. Remember that the easiest and safest way to
comply with the law is to keep firearms in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the
firearm inoperable.
