3 Building Blocks of ECFE
Together Time: Class begins with parent/child activities designed to enhance
your child's learning. You will also get ideas for things you can do together at

home.
Parents' Time: Parents participate in a discussion led by a licensed parent
educator. The discussion is based on Minnesota Department of Education's
Core Curriculum areas of parent development, parent-child relationship,

early childhood development and culture and community.
Children's Time: While parents are in the discussion group, children are

learning through activities designed by a licensed Early Childhood teacher to
help them grow and develop socially, emotionally, cognitively, physically, and

in their communication skills.

Census Information Needed

about the children, ages birth to kindergarten, who reside

Early Childhood Screening is a quick and simple

check of how your child is growing and developing.  
Screening can detect possible health or learning concerns so that children can get

help before they start school.
