password to proceed to the next step.

If you don’t know your card number and use your phone number at the grocery register (for
Kroger Plus savings), you can call 1-800-576-4377, select option 4, and get your Kroger Plus card
number.

e Update or confirm your information.
e Enter the NPO number for the Foundation — QX147 (For a name search, try Boyd Co. Foundation.)

You must swipe your Kroger Plus card or use the phone number that is related to your registered Kroger
Plus card when shopping for each purchase to count. After registering, all of your future purchases at
Kroger will automatically add toward our total and the Foundation will receive quarterly donations from
Kroger.
