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COVID TEST KIT EXPIRATION DATES – If you have these 
home test kits, you may not have noticed that they have an 
expiration date. If you check the box, you’ll see the date, 
which could be very soon. But don’t throw it away before 
you take a look at the expiration extensions posted online. 
Go to: https://www.fda.gov/medical-devices/coronavirus-
covid-19-and-medical-devices/home-otc-covid-19-
diagnostic-tests#list. Here you’ll see how to check the 
manufacturer of your particular test and learn what the 
latest expiration update is. My understanding is that they 
check every three months and if the research shows the 
tests are still usable for a longer period of time, the 
information will be updated.

NEW TRIP – Vienna Parks and Recreation has planned a 
lovely outing to historic Culpeper, Virginia, on September

Images are only provided for letter-sized mailpieces that 
are processed through the USPS automated equipment. 
Sign up for free by visiting https://
informeddelivery.usps.com.   Six mornings a week, by 
about 8 am, you’ll receive an e-mail showing you images of 
what’s going to be delivered that day. If you’re expecting 
important documents, maybe a check or a package, it’s 
great to know that it’ll be in your mailbox in a few hours.
