DRESS CODE

MOVEMENT LEARNINGHEADWEAR & FOOTWEAR

All clothes should be suitable for 
participation in all school activities, 
including PE.
● No inappropriate accessories such as spikes in 

ears or pocket chains
● Holes and tears in pants must be lower than 

dress code length
● Pants must be fitted so as not to sag

Clothes should provide appropriate 
coverage. 

● No visible midriff, spaghetti straps, halter tops, off 
the shoulder tops 

● No shorts/dresses/skirts shorter than fingertip plus 
one inch

● Leggings must be accompanied by a top that is at 
minimum thumb length

Words and images on clothing should reflect 
consideration for others. 

● No clothing or accessories depicting violence, 
drugs, obscene images or language

Only GHC hats or beanies may 
be worn to school
● Hats and hoods may not be worn in 

classrooms or offices
● Bandanas and wave caps may not be 

worn to school
Shoes should cover all parts of 
the feet, including toes and 
heels.
Shoes should be flat, no heels or 
platform shoes.

There is no required uniform at GHC. The Dress Code is in 
effect during all school functions, on or off campus.

o Transitional Kindergarten and Kindergarten
o All students in Transitional Kindergarten and Kindergarten have a modified

o Grades 1-4
o All returning students in Grades 1-4 will report to their previous 

classrooms. Teachers will escort them to their new rooms. 
o New students in Grades 1-4 will report to the MPR (auditorium). Aids will 

escort them to their classes.
o All students in Grades 1-4 will receive a Welcome Letter by email from 

their new teacher on the evening of August 10.

○ Students may walk into campus at either the Devonshire or 
Amestoy gates.

○ There is no valet service car line for drop off. At your discretion, cars 
may enter the Devonshire lot to drop off students without valet 
service. Please do not block the thru traffic.

○ All TK-8 parents need to complete the Parent Locker Health 
Questionnaire daily but the "cleared to enter" screen DOES NOT 
need to be shown at the gate. 

DROP-OFF 
(Gates open at 7:30 AM with limited campus supervision.)



o Elementary students with last names beginning A-M should meet 
parents at the Amestoy gate.

o Elementary students with last names beginning N-Z should meet 
parents at west Devonshire gate (near the flagpoles). 

o Middle grades students with no siblings may walk off campus using 
the east gate on Devonshire (near the basketball courts).

o Middle grades students with siblings may use either the Devonshire 
or Amestoy gates.

o There is no valet service car line for pick up. At your discretion, cars 
may enter the Devonshire lot to pick up students without valet 
service. Please do not block the thru traffic.
