Ohio State Law: House Bill 410

HB 410 applies to any time missed from school
(Days/Classes Missed, Tardiness, Early Dismissal, etc)

EXCESSIVE ABSENCES (Excused AND Unexcused)
Upon reaching this hourly threshold, the following will occur:

1. The district will notify the student’s parents in writing
2. The student will follow the district’s plan for absence intervention; and
3. The student and family may be referred to community resources.

HABITUAL TRUANCY (Unexcused Only)
Upon reaching this hourly threshold, the following will occur:

1. The student will be assigned to an absence intervention team.
2. The district will develop the student’s absence intervention plan.
3. If the student does not make progress on the plan within 60 days or continues to be

excessively absent, the district may file a complaint in juvenile court.



PSHS Attendance Policies

= Unexcused Absences from Class
o Semester Class Limit = 8

= Year Long Class Limit = 15

Students that exceed the unexcused absence limit for a semester and /or year long
class are not permitted to make up missed assignments unless a missed
assignment counts for 20% or more of the nine weeks grade.
