Isolate: First positive test or
symptom onset = Day 0

Individual can return before Day 11 if
they test negative at any point on or
after Day 5, symptoms improve AND
no fever for at least 24 hours (without
fever reducing medication).

If unable to test’ negative, or refusing
to test: Isolation can end on Day 11 if
no fever for at least 24 hours (without
fever-reducing medication).

Staff MUST and students SHOULD
wear a mask when around others
until Day 11.

1. Antigen test recommended.

2. Wearing a mask around others is strongly recommended for anyone 2 years and
older except when eating or sleeping.

3. Close contact = someone sharing the same indoor airspace for a cumulative total

of > 15 minutes over a 24-hour period during a confirmed case's infectious period.
